Approves the following:  

ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION MA – No. 08/2006
For the Establishment of Permanent Commission for the Animal Feed 

Purpose

Article 1

The purpose of this Administrative Instructions is to establish the Permanent Commission for Animals Feed and be regulated, organized, functioned, duties and responsibilities of Commission.

Article 2
The Permanent Commission for the Feed Animals has for the purpose given of advises to the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development for all issues that have to do with all issues related to the Animals Feed.

Article 3
The Permanent Commission for the Feed Animals under this Administrative Instruction is established by the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development. 
Functioning

Article 4
The Permanent Commission for the Feed Animals operates as an advisory body for all issues related to the animals feed.

Commission Structure 
Article 5
1. The Permanent Commission for the Animals Feed is composed by 5 members.

2. The aforementioned commission is composed by: 

(1) Department of Livestock Production …………………….1 member;

(2) Agriculture Institute in Pejë/Pec (AIP)…………………...1 member;

(3)  Producers and Processors Association of Animals Feed ..1 member;
(4) Agriculture Faculty……………………………………….1 member;

(5) Livestock Producers Association ………………………...1 member;

Article 6
1. Department of Livestock Production in Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural 
    Development purposes to the Minister the member of Animals Feed Commission. 

2. Chairman, Secretary and member will be assigned with a decision by Minister.  

Article 7
The appointed Chairman by Minister chairs the first meeting of Commission in the term of 15 days since the approval day of Commission.
Article 8
The Commission is functioned by Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development.
Article 9
The Members of Commission will be solved with a mandate of 3 years with the eligibility.

Article 10
1.Commission will arrange regular meetings for each 3 (three) months.

2. Meetings will be chaired by the Chairman of Commission, whereas in its lack of                                     Commission meeting will be leaded the member who assigned by the chairman.

3. Commission keeps meetings, when in it will take part majority part of Commission. 

4. Commission decides with an open vote and with the majority votes of participants in a
     meeting. 
Article 11
Proposals and Recommendations of the Permanent Commission for Animals Feed will be sent to the Ministry.

Article 12
The Secretary of Commission for the Food of Domestic Animals coordinates the work with members of Commission, organizes meetings, conducts the correspondences, conducts the review filing system, and prepares the proposals and recommendations taken by Commission and leads with the archive of Commission.

Duties of Permanent Commission for the Animals Feed

Article 13
The Permanent Commission for the Animals Feed carries the following duties:

1. Propose measures for the amendments and changes in sector development Policies; 

2. Proposes the amendments and changes of the legislation in the production field; 

(a) Proposes the quality of standards of animals feed;
(b) Proposes the allowed limits of the use of the additional material as well as damages materials ; 

(c) Proposes  the evaluation system of feed;

(d) Proposes conditions that ought to be met by manufactured subjects and traders for the license;

(e) Proposes rules for the blocks and destruction of goods.

3. Conduct the other duties that are connected with animals feed approved by the Ministry.

Article 14
1. Members of the Permanent Commission for the Animals Feed have the right in the
    wages and other expenditures for the participation in a meeting of Commission.

2. The height of wages and other expenditures will be determined by the Minister with a 
    decision.

Article 15
1. Ministry with a decision will stop the activity of Commission in the cases, when it will be certified that Commission doesn’t show the commitment in the fulfillment of obligations, when in work of Commission will be certified irregularities and when the Commission doesn’t fulfill the determined duties with law with this Administrative Instruction.

2. Ministry after the stop of activities, in the term of 30 days will enforce the reorganization of Commission with a new composition.

Entry into force

   Article 16
This Administrative Instruction will be come effective by the day of its approval.
