Minister of the Ministry for Agriculture Forestry and Rural Development taking into account the UNMIK Regulation No.2001/9 of 15 May 2001 on the Executive Branch of Constitutional Framework for Provisional Institutions of Self – Government in Kosovo, article 5.1 point (n) and UNMIK Regulation Nr. 2001/19 of the date of 13 September 2001 on the Executive Branch of Provisional Institution of Self Government, article 1.3 point (d) and article no. 6 of the Law for Vines No. 02/L – 8 on 14.10.2005. 
Approves the following:  

ADMISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION MA – No. 06/2006
For the Registration and License of the Cultivator of the Grape, Producers and Processors of Vine

Article 1

Purpose

The purpose of this Administrative Instructions is to determine the conditions for the registration and license of cultivators of the grape, producers and processors of vine.

Article 2
All the cultivators of grape, producers and processor of vine in conformity with article 5 of the Vine Law, must be registered and licensed in the register of grape cultivators, producers and processors of the vine in Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development.

Article 3
Cultivators of the grape, producers and processors of vines, who are exercising this activity, must apply for registering and licensing in the Register of Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development.
Article 4
Cultivators of the grape, producer and processor of vine, who want to exercise this activity, must apply for taking the license in Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development – Department of Plants Production and Protection.
Article 5
The subject to be licensed under this Administrative Instruction, must meet technical – technology conditions for the cultivating of grape, production, processing of vine, selling of vine another products of grape and vine.

Article 6
1. Cultivator of grape must meet the following conditions; 

(1) to fulfill the request on appropriate activities,

(2) to meet data on registration of cultivators of the grape in conformity with article 6 of the Vine law;

(3) to possess the posses notes of the vineyard.
(4) to possess the evidence for the application on payment of taxes in the amount of 5 €.

Article 7
1. Producer of vines must meet the following conditions

(1) to meet the request on the appropriate activities,

(2) to possess the necessary space for the acceptance and processing  of grape,

(3) to possess the technical – technology equipments for the acceptance and processing of grape, fermentation of residues and vines, cider and paste of grape,

(4) to possess the appropriate professional preparation,

(5) to possess the evidence on payment of taxes in the amount of 30 € for the license.   
 Article 8
1. Producer and processor who does the pour out and packaging of vines, expect the conditions in conformity with article 7 of this Administrative Instruction must meet the following conditions:
(1) to possess the space for the pouring out of bottles  with vine and 

(2) to possess the special space for storage.

Article 9
The spaces of the building from article 7 and 8 of this Administrative Instruction must have a deriving quality water, electric energy, sewage system, ventilation and suitable conditions in the sanitary aspect.

Article 10
1. Vine Producer may be a person who has finished: 
(1) Faculty of Agriculture, direction of Fruit – Vineyard,

(2) Faculty of Agriculture, general direction, at least one year work experience in the vine field.

(3) Faculty of Food, direction of food technology;
(4) Faculty of technology, general direction with and at least three years work experience in the vine field.

(5) Or to have a license for a professional capability for production of vines under any program, which adopt in the accordance with regulations for the capability and specialization of the adults in the accordance with Ministry at least 3 years work experience in the vine field.

Article 11
If the producers of vines don’t possess the professional qualifications must have an employed person for leading of production, which meet conditions under article 10 of this Administrative Instruction.

Article 12

Conditions for selling of its products

Person who sell its vines and other products of grape that produce by itself, must have also the space  for selling  of vines and must be shared physically from the object of production and the processing of vines.

Article 13

1. Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development – Department of Plant Production and Protection issues the license to the applicant in written form.

2. If the documentation is not completed, party will be given the term of 8 days for the completion of documentation.
3. If the applicant couldn’t arrive to do the completion of documentation in the additional term the request will be refused.

Article 14

Before the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development – Department of Plant Production and Protection decides for given of license and must take the written minutes of meeting from the Phytosanitary Inspector, for the completion of conditions under the request of activity exercise. 
Article 15

1. The license must be issued within a term of 30 days since the date of the application particularly the completion of documentation.

2. If the licensed person acts in the contradiction with license, particularly determined criteria with this Administrative Instruction, MAFRD may cancel or revoke the license.
Article 16

All changes that will be done after the license, procedure is obliged to present it in Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development for the further procedure as well as is obliged to be paid the additional taxes from 20 €.

Article 17

The application for the registration may be taken in Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development – Department for Production and Protection of Plants, in the Horticulture Section. 
Article 18

Duration of the issued license is worth for three years with possible extension of the renewal. The renewal of the license will be paid in the value from 10 €. 
Article 19
Inapplicable of this Administrative Instruction will be sanctioned with the determined punitive in the article 48 of the Vines Law.

  Article 20
This Administrative Instruction will be come effective by the day of its approval.
