Approves the following: 
ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION MA - NO. 23/2007
HUNTING CAPACITY BUILDING PROGRAM 
Article 1
Purpose 
The purpose of this administrative instruction is to determine conditions and way of realization of hunting capacity building, their vocational training and way of training for given of exams for hunters, forests guards and for the assessment of trophies – hereinafter the program for training.  

Article 2

This instruction also determines program content for given of exam, form, the way of issuance and registration of certificates on training for hunter, forests guards and assessment of trophies. 
I. CAPACITY BUILDING PROGRAMS 
Article 3
 With training programs, we understand:  

1. Learning content; 
2. Form of program realization; 
3. Duration of program and way of realization; 

4. Staff conditions, didactic spatial and other conditions for the realization; 
5. Assessment of success achieved training with the accomplishment of program. 
Article 4
Training program is adapted to the time taking for the base, education, preliminary knowledge and training for achieving, which are given to the appendixes of this Administrative Instruction as well and are its component part. 
II. PROGRAM REALIZATION 
Article 5
Hunting capacity building program may be realized by: 
1.     Regular courses;  

2.   Consultations/instructions;
     3.     Multimedia;                                                           

Capacity building programs are realized according to the operational plan.                                               
Article 6
(1)
Capacity building programs may also be realized by Kosovo Hunters Federation and other legal persons that are appointed by Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development - Ministry. 
(2)
Ministry may authorize the Kosovo Hunters Federation and other legal persons from the paragraph 1 of this article, if the following conditions are completed: 
1. Capacity building program extracted according to the article 3 of this Administration Instruction, 
2. Program leader, 
3. Fixed number of the instructive for the realization of program,  
4. Financial means for the realization of program, 
5. Appropriate spatial and equipment for the realization of program. 
Article 7
Program leader should have the adequate professional training, whereas the instructive that realize the hunting capacity building program should have the adequate professional vocational with passed exam by the appropriate education field that give the lectures, as well and to meet conditions for instructive of the capacity of adulthoods. 
Article 8
(1)
Request for obtaining of permitting the realization of capacity building programs shall be sent to the Ministry. 
(2)
To the requests of the paragraph 1 of this article must be attached the following: 
1. Capacity building program for hunters, hunting guard and estimator of trophies; 
      2.   Data for professional leader and instructive that realize the capacity program; 
3. Data for educational means, equipments and the appropriate spatial – class;
4. Data for financial means for the realization of capacity building program. 
Article 9
Assessment of the fulfillment of conditions for obtaining of permitting the realization of hunting capacity building program shall be done by commission of three members that will be appointed by Ministry. 
III. CONDITIONS AND CAPACITY BUILDING WAY 
Article 10
(1)
The right for registration of hunter capacity building program has any adulthood who is Kosovo citizen, and who has at least elementary school finished;  
(2)
 The right of registration to the capacity building program for hunting guard and estimator of trophies, has every adulthood who is Kosovo citizen, and who has finished at least elementary school, and passed exam for hunter; 
(3)
 In case of registration in capacity building program, with the candidate shall be made the contract; 
(4)
 Costs of the capacity building shall be bear to the attendants of the program or person who sent him for the training. 
                                                                               Article 11
(1)
Capacity building programs include giving of lectures, practical learning and exercises in the field. 
(2)
Period of realization of capacity building program shall start from 1 January and last up to the 31 December of the same year. 
(3)
The appropriate spatial – class – where it is being developed learning by capacity building program must be equipped with technical means, work protection means, noise protection means in order to have a neat environment. 
(4)
Practical learning under capacity building program shall be realized in hunting place as well and in shooting – gallery. 
IV. COMPLETION OF PROGRAM AND ASSESSMENT 
Article 12
(1)
Assessment of the hunter capacity building, hunter guard, estimators of the trophies shall be done by passing the exams;  
(2)
Having in written and orally exams; 
(3)
The exams will be given in the presence of commission, which will be consisted by chairperson and members; 

(4)
For chairperson of commission shall be appointed the professional leader of program, whereas for members shall be appointed the professors of subjects related to the exam that will be given; 
(5)
Members of commission shall be appointed by professional body that realizes the program for capacity building; 
(6)
After given of written part of exam, it will also be given the other orally part of exam; 
(7)
Assessment of the exam form the paragraph 1 of this article shall be done by commission “pass” or  “do not pass”. 
Article 13
(1)
Participants that had given the exam shall obtain the certificate on that exam; 
(2)
Form of certificate for passing the exam is given to the appendix 4 of this Administrative Instruction and it is its component part. 
Article 14
(1)
Legal persons that realize program for capacity building are obliged to take notes on the issued certificate for training; 
(2)
Minutes of meeting shall be saved in written and in electronic form;  
(3)
Form of the minutes of meeting on certificate is given to the appendix 5 of this Administrative Instruction and its component part; 
(4)
Legal persons allowed for the realization of program for hunting capacity building are obliged that their activity to harmonize in the accordance with this Administrative Instruction, in the term of 60 days since the date of entry into force. 
Article 15
With the entry into force of this Administrative Instruction are abrogated all the other legal acts and sub legal enactment acts related to the hunting capacity building. 
Article 16
This Administrative Instruction enters into force upon its signature.
