Minister of the Ministry for Agriculture Forestry and Rural Development taking into account the UNMIK Regulation No.2001/9 of September 13th 2001 on the Executive Branch of Constitutional Framework for Provisional Institutions of Self – Government in Kosovo, article 1.3 point (d) and Regulation Nr. 2005/15 for the amendment of UNMIK Regulation No. 2001/19 on the Executive Branch of Provisional Institution of Self Government, article 4, 5, 12, and 14 on Artificial Fertilizers Law No. 2003/22 

Approves the following:  

ADMISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION MA – No. 10/2006

For the Artificial Fertilizers Quality 

Article 1

Purpose

The purpose of this Administrative Instructions is to adjust the issues related to the quality of artificial fertilizers, minimal deviations according to the producers’ declarations, conditions for the supply of market, and other conditions related to the label, content of prescription in the label and their registration.

Article 2

The used expressions in this Administrative Instruction have the following meanings:

(1) Macronutrients – means the nutrient like: nitrogen, phosphor and potassium, which are components of fertilizers and use as a dissolubility macronutrient for growth and development of plants.

(2) Secondary micronutrients – means the components of dissoluble feed matters for growth and development of plants like: calcium, magnesium, sodium and sulphide.  

(3) Macronutrient – means the components that are of dissoluble feeding matters for growth and development of plants like: boron, copper, iron, zinc, cobalt, molybdenum and manganese, that are essential for growth of plants in the quantities and which are less comparable with those primary and secondary nutrition.

(4) Complexes micronutrients – means all combinations in which metal is present in the form of “a composed product” and “content product”.

(5) Entirely micronutrient – means the micro nutrient that is kept by an entire component.

(6) Variety – means permitted deviation of the minimal value of the content of the dissoluble micronutrient for plants from its declared value based in the determined values with lab analyzes for the artificial fertilizers. 

  (7) Placement in the market – means the supply with fertilizers, whether to be in the return of payment or without payment, or deposition for issues that have to do with market supply with artificial fertilizer. 

Article 3

Determinations of Dissoluble Nutrient Content

The determinations of the dissoluble nutrient content for plants in the artificial  fertilizers of the samples  for lab analyses are done in the accordance with regulation (EC) No. 2003/2003 that have to do with fertilizers and other directions of EEC.

Article 4

Marks and Declaration of Dissoluble Nutrient of the Artificial Fertilizer 

1. Te declaration of the dissoluble nutrient of the artificial fertilizer plants is declared that in the label using the chemical symbols of the elements and their complex chemical forms: 

(1) Nitrogen (N);

(2) Phosphor P2O5;

(3) Potassium oxide K2O;

(4) Calcium (Ca),

(5) Calcium oxide (CaO)

(6) Calcium carbonate CaCo3

(7) Magnesium Mg;

(8) Magnesium oxide (MgO),

(9) Magnesium carbonate MgCO3

(10) Sodium (Na),

(11) Sodium oxide Na2O;

(12) Sulphur  S;

(13) Sulphur trioxide  (SO3)

(14) Cornet (B),

(15) Copper (Cu), 

(16) Cobalt (Co),

(17) Iron (Fe),

(18) Manganese (Mn),

(19) Molybdenum (Mo),

(20) Zinc (Zn)

Article 5

Calculating factors

1. If the components of the dissoluble nutrient is presented for the usage as a chemical element instead of chemical component, then to discounted that in the chemical element must be enforced the usage of the following calculation factor. 
2. When the content of the phosphor and potassium is presented like a chemical element, references in the oxide forms will be easy read, if it were in the elementary form. Numerical values must be discounted using the following account factors:

1) Phosphor (P) = phosphor pentoxide (P2O5) x 0.436 

2) Potassium (K) – potassium oxide (K2O) x 0, 830.

3. For the discounting of the content pf the potassium oxide, magnesium oxide, sodium oxide and trioxide of the sulphur in the calcium, magnesium, sodium, and sulphur will used the following factors:

1) Calcium (Ca) = calcium oxide (CaO) x 0,715;

2) Calcium (Ca) = calcium carbonate (CaCO3) x 0.4;

3) Magnesium (Mg) = magnesium oxide (MgO) x 0,603;

4) Magnesium (Mg) = magnesium carbonate (MgCo3) x 0.0288

5) Sodium (Na) = sodium oxide (Na2O) x 0, 742;

6) Sulphur (S) = sulphur trioxide (SO3) x 0,400.

 Article 6

Permitted deviations for the composition of the declared nutrient 

1. Permitted deviations of the highest or lowest declared composition regarding the dissoluble nutrient for plants is determined in this Administrative Instruction.

2. Permitted deviation for the declared composition of the nitrogen forms and pent oxide of the melted phosphor is one of the tenth of the general weight of the composition of the dissoluble nutrient for the plants with maximum 2% and the general composition of the nutrient remains within determined limits in this Administrative Instruction.

Article 7

The composition of the calcium, magnesium, sodium and sulphur

1. The content of the calcium, magnesium, sodium and sulphur may be declared as a content of the secondary nutrient of the fertilizers that ensures that these elements are acceptable at least in the minimum of the defined quantities as below:

a) 2 % calcium oxide (CaO), i.e. 1, 4 % Ca;

b) 2 % magnesium oxide (MgO), i.e. 1, 2 % Mg;

c) 3 % sodium oxide (Na2O), i.e. 2, 2 % Na;

d) 5 % trioxide oxide (SO), i.e. 2 % S;

2. The content of the Calcium, Magnesium, Sodium and Sulphur must be expressed in the following ways:

1) The general content expressed in the percentage of the fertilizers for weight;

2) The general content and the dissoluble content in water, expressed in the percentage of the fertilizers with measures, where the content of dissolution is at least the quarter of the general content.

3) When the element entirely dissoluble with water, only the dissoluble content in water must be declared like a percentage of measure.

3. Permitted deviations of the composition of the magnesium, sodium and sulphur as are declared, may be permitted for one of the fourth from their declaration of these components in the maximum up to 0.9% expressed with absolute expressions for the magnesium oxide, sodium oxide and trioxide sulphur calculation of the factors: for the magnesium 0.55 for the sodium 0.67 and for the sulpur 0.36).

Article 8

1. Just the sulphate of the calcium and components of the chloride calcium listed in this Administrative Instruction may be declared like a mineral 

2. The content of the dissoluble calcium in the fluid fertilizers as it is determined in this Administrative Instruction indicated in the label, when its composition is the highest than 8% presented like calcium oxide (5.7% calcium). 

3. Permitted deviations regarding the content of the calcium like nutrient, may be one of the fourth from the declaration in the maximal 0.9% of the absolute value presented in the calcium oxide (factor of the calculation: 0.64 for calcium).

Article 9

Labeling of the mineral fertilizers that contents macro components and secondary components 

1. The following information in the label must be placed in visible and clear place as well as easy readable and even that without indelible. In the label of the fertilizers that do content macro components and secondary components must give data as following:

a) To write down clearly with the Letters that means that are artificial fertilizers (to be indicated: ARTIFICIAL FERTILIZER). 

b) Type or the kind of fertilizers must be noted in the package – label.

c) To indicate the content of the components of the artificial fertilizers as it is determined under article 4 of this Administrative Instruction. In comparison with this, expect the signs of the identification should indicate also the weight, percentage of the content of the components indicted with numbers.    

d) Components of the nutrient in the fluid must be noted in the percentage as well as the other components to be identified with percentage present with numbers.

e) If the other components are included in the mineral fertilizers those ought to be indicated and identified according to the below data:

a) O5 or P;

b) K2O or K;

c) CaO or Ca;

d) MgO or Mg;

e) Na2O or Na;

f) SO3 or S;

2. With this Administrative Instruction will be regulated: the overview of the content of the nitrogen, phosphor and potassium for the artificial fertilizer placed in the market place:

1) The nitrogen will be overviewed in the form of element (N),

2) Phosphor and potassium will be overviewed in the element form like (P, k), or just in the form of oxides (P2O5 – pentoxide of the phosphor and K2O – oxide of the potassium).  Phosphor and potassium may be presented at the same time in the elementary form and in the form of oxides.

3. Calcium, magnesium, sodium and sulphur in the content of the secondary nutrient that are melted in the artificial fertilizer and the primary nutrient that are dissoluble in the artificial fertilizer placed in the market, must be described:

1) In the oxide form (CaO, MgO, Na2o, SO3) or

2) In the elementary form (Ca, Mg, Na, S) or

3) In two forms together.

4. Data for the content of the dissoluble nutrient components in the fluid fertilizers be presented the weight for the determined volume for the usage (kg/hl or gr/lit) 
5. Net and gross weight must be indicated in the label. If the general weight is given in the label, the weight of the material for the label will be given in another part of the covering.

6. It will be given data for the name of fertilizer, producers – brand of the factory, name and address of the producer as well as other data that are complete and determined according to this Administrative Instruction.

Article 10

Labeling of the fertilizers that do content micro components

1. The following information in written must be placed clearly, easy readable and indelible in the packages of fertilizers that do content micro components:

1) Must be indicated as clearly and distinguished with big letters that means that are micro components of the artificial fertilizers.

2) Distinguishes signs for the type of mineral fertilizer.

3) Indicates clearly “MIXED WITH MICRO COMPONENTS” and follows with the name of micro components and chemical symbols as there are determined according to this Administrative Instruction. If in the artificial fertilize has mixed the micro components their signs must be indicated under the range of the alphabet. 

4) If one micro component or its part that is linked in molecular organic form in the fertilizer must be followed with signs or name of micro components (B, Co, Cu, Fe, Mn, Mo, Zn).

Article 11
1. Dosages and the forms of the use, forms of the dissoluble in the land and the forms of their utilization for the development of plants must be additional information that are indicated in the label or packaging as well as declared materials of the producer that are accompanied by artificial fertilizers.

2. When the micro nutrient are chemically linked with organic molecules, the content of micro nutrient as the components in the fertilizer must declares the content of the following dissolubility in water like a percentage from the product measure, accompanied in written with one of the terms “ COMPOUND WITH” with the name of organic molecule. 

Article 12

1. For the mixed fertilizers will be placed the description or sign “MIXED”  and be accompanied indicated with the denomination of fertilizer type and fluid nutrient included in it, where it will be indicated also the appropriate symbols for the components of the fertilizer.

2. The content of micro nutrient must determines the total content expressed as a percentage of the fertilizers in the measure and the dissolution content in the expressed water like percentage of the fertilizer from the measure or general weight usually , when the content of the dissolution is at least half of total content.

Article 13

Permitted deviations for micro components of the mineral fertilizers

1. The content of micro components in the artificial fertilizers must be changed by the maximum declared value:

1) 0.4% expressed in the absolute value of the content with values more than 2% of the component (expressed in the value of fertilizer percentage).

2) One of the fifth of the absolute value for the components which do not pas more than 2% of the components (expressed in the value of percentage of the fertilizers components).

Article 14

Minimal content of micro components of the dissoluble nutrient for the plants in artificial fertilizers 

1. Minimal content of the mixture of the micro components of the nutrient of the dissoluble for plans in the rigid or fluid fertilizer must be as below:

2) The general content of the lowest quantity in the mixture of the rigid fertilizers must be 2% from the general weight of the fertilizer;

Article 15
1. Determined norms with this Administrative Instruction will be applied to the products that are placed in the market like a compound fertilizer or mixed, that representatives the part of dissoluble nutrient for plants with the purpose of their usage in the agriculture, as well as are formulated from one or more components of the dissoluble nutrient for plants or elements of the fertilizer as well as are determined as following:

1) Inorganic fertilizer with primary nutrient inputs that do content main elements of the fertilizer compound with a considerable value of the nutrient for plants like: nitrogen, phosphor and potassium,

2) Inorganic fertilizers with the secondary nutrient input that content: calcium, manganese, sulphur and, 

3) Inorganic fertilizer with micro nutrient that content elements with small quantities like: boron, cobalt, copper, iron, manganese, molybdenum, zinc etc.

Article 16
The package of the artificial fertilizers 
1. The artificial fertilizers are allowed to be circulated and placed in the market as following:

1) Consignment as it is produced or without being packaged without limited quantities in the container;

2) In the coverage or packages 25, 40 or 50kg (released, collected or closed in the pallet;

3) In big sack that 100 kg

4) In the container from 500- 1000 kg

5) In the rigid form

2. The coverage must be well closed, containers with the quantity above 500 kg, and with the lock in that way, when it is opened the coverage or lock, sign of the lock or the coverage must be resulted that is in the unsustainable spoil and providing that the fertilizers to complete necessities of the quality and security declared form the producer.

Article 17
Release identification and additional information

1. In the coverage of the artificial fertilizers must be indicating also these data:

1) Instructions with signs for the preservation and storage

2) Specific instructions for the usage of the fertilizers and

3) The assessment of dosage, comfortable conditions of the usages that are comfortable for the land and plants conditions under which conditions will be done also their usage of the fertilizers.

Article 18
The Identification of the Packages and Accompanied Documents 

1. Prior the placement of the artificial fertilizers in the market of Kosovo, or prior the arrival in custom in the cases of import, producer or importer must indicate packages of the fertilizers with the identifications signs. If the fertilizers are packaged, these signs of the identification must be placed in the packages or as stick labels.

2. If the fertilizers are without packaged in the quantity in body thus as it is produced and without packaged, then signs must be presented in the accompanied document that conduct the artificial fertilizer.
Article 19
Distinguishable

Producer or importer must provide the distinguishable of the artificial fertilizer each other, to store the data and the documents of the origin of the fertilizers for a period that the fertilizers are placed in the market and these indications must be available for the inspection by the competent authority, whilst the artificial fertilizers locate in the market with the possibilities and for a period as the producer forbid the supply with that product.

Article 20

For the nitrogen fertilizers that for the determined nature of the hazardous of the fertilizers of the nitrite of ammo with the high content of the nitrogen (explosive), may be cleaned the additional measures with a special Administrative Instruction and with the sufficient verifications will be done in the accordance with council direction 91/676/EEC.

Article 21

Registration and registration form
The authorization of the trading of the artificial fertilizers and their registration 

1. Type of the artificial fertilizers may include in the list of the authorized fertilizers for the trading in Kosovo if:

1) Gives the nutrient that shows the efficient under the declaration of the producer,

2) Ensures the comfortable observations, analyzes and required methods of the test,

3) Under normal conditions of their usage in the agriculture, there is no damaged effect for human, animals of the plants and the environment too,

4) It is registered under procedures of the registration.

2. Procedures of the registration for the permission of placement in the market of Kosovo are determined in the Article 4 paragraph 4.1 – 4.10 of the law No. 2003/10 for the artificial fertilizer.

Article 22

The form for registration of the artificial fertilizers

The suitability of the determined measures with law for the artificial fertilizers, No. 2003/10 and this Administrative Instruction, like the samples and methods of the analyzes, must follow up the determined procedures and will be used the European Standards whose references are announced in the Official Protocol of the European Union.

Article 23

1. The form for the registration of the fertilizers will be draw up in the Department of Plant Production and Protection particularly in the office of the administrator of the adjustment service for the artificial fertilizers in Ministry of the Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development.

2. The fulfillment of the required data will be done in written, whereas the other additional data will be attached to the form for registration of the artificial fertilizer. 

Article 24
The certification of registration and number of the authorization for the placement in the market of the artificial fertilizers will be issued by Minister with a proposal of the adjustment services for the artificial fertilizers.

Article 25
The review of request for the registration or the authorization of the placement in the market of the artificial fertilizers will be done by the adjustment service for the artificial fertilizer that is created with a decision of minister.

Article 26
Violations of this Administrative Instruction will be sanctioned with the article 15 of the Law for the Artificial Fertilizer.

   Article 27
This Administrative Instruction will be come effective by the day of its approval.
