Based on article 93 point 4 of the constitution of republic of Kosovo Article 1.3 point (d ) of UNMIK Regulation, No.2001/19, on Executive department of Provisional Institutions of Self-Government, of September 13th 2001, and Veterinary Law No.2004/21, of 30.07.2004, Article 8, paragraph 8.2 and 8.5,
The Minister of the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development,

Issues the following:

ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION NO.27/2008

For Inspection and monitoring of Iinfections Bovine Rhinotraheitis (IBR)- and Bovine Viral Diarrhoea (BVD) 
Article 1

Scope 

This administrative instruction is issued with the purpose of protecting animal health. The competent authority lays down veterinary measures for Inspection and monitoring of cattle Iinfections Bovine Rhinotraheitis (IBR)- and Bovine Viral Diarrhoea (BVD) 
Article 2

Definitions 

To understand this administrative instruction, terms used shall mean:               
“IBR – Iinfections Bovine Rhinotraheitis ” - it is a bovine viral disease which can be transmitted from animal to animal, vertically and horizontally;
 “BVD – Bovine Viral Diarrhoea” it is a bovine viral disease which can be transmitted from animal to animal, vertically and horizontally;
“Diagnostic research” – are researches carried out through blood tests at animals for diagnostic purposes in IBR and BVD;  

“Animal breeding center” –shall mean a center in which animals are bred, kept or selected for breeding material which shall be stored and tested;
“Kosovo Veterinary and Food Laboratory”- shall mean a competent authority and authorized Kosovo Veterinary and food Agency, respectively Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and rural Development to carry out tests of the food of animal origin, monitoring and diagnostic purposes of the animal disease, feed and veterinary drugs and residues;
“Competent authority”- shall mean Kosovo Veterinary and Food Agency;
“Veterinary Inspector” – shall mean an officer of the competent authority; 
“Authorized Veterinarian” shall mean a veterinarian, authorized by the competent authority. 
Article 3

Import of live animals for breeding 

3.1. In the Republic of Kosovo shall be permitted import of live animals for breeding purposes, if these animals fulfill the following conditions:

 i.)  if there is evidence that animal are free of IBR and BVD disease;
 ii) if there is an evidence that animals are vaccinated with marker vaccine. 

3.2. Animals from paragraph 3.1, point ii) shall be accompanied with a certificate by authorized laboratory that animals have been vaccinated with marker vaccine in the last 30 days, before their export, and shall be proved that marker vaccine is authorized by the competent authority of the exporting country.

3.3. In case of suspicion, the competent authority shall verify tests carried out in authorized laboratories within the country and abroad.

3.4. By arriving of the consignment, the same shall be placed in quarantine, and in this case shall be implemented provisions of the Administrative Instruction MA- NO 19/ 2006 for placement of live animals in to quarantine.

3.5. In case that, animals from paragraph 3.1, point i) of this Article, during their quarantine, and after the diagnostic research in the authorized laboratories the same animals have positive results, the infected or diseased animals shall be returned to the exporter, or if this is not possible they shall be slaughtered or disposed.

3.6. If the consignment which is in quarantine after diagnostic research and results positively as a result of marker vaccine, but the vaccine is in compliance with European Community standards, then the competent authority shall permit delivery of the consignment. 

3.7. Costs during accommodation of the animals in quarantine, costs of diagnostic researches, veterinary treatment, transport, return, and slaughter and disposal, shall be carried out by the business operator importing animals.

Article 4

Import of breeding material 

4.1. The competent authority of the Republic of Kosovo shall authorize import of the breeding material, biological material for reproduction (sperm, ovaries’ and embryos), if the consignment is accompanied by a certificate proving that animal from exporting country is free of IBR and BVD disease.

4.2. Shall not be authorized import of biological material for reproduction – sperm, ovaries’ and embryos, taken from infectious, vaccinated or diseased animals. 

Article 5

Breeding material produced in a breeding center 

Animal breeding center in which are kept animals for breeding material, such animals shall be tested twice a year for IBR and BVD disease.

Article 6

Bulls for natural breeding in commercial farms and holdings, except the testing in the IBR and BVD disease shall be recorded in the center for animal breeding.
Article 7

Bulls resulting positive in IBR and BVD disease shall not be used for breeding, such bulls shall be castrated, or slaughtered .In such case, there shall not be kept any evidence within the breeding center.
Article 8

Implementation
8.1. For implementation of this administrative instruction, the competent authority lays down veterinary certificate for import of live animals and breeding material.
8.2. For implementation of this administrative instruction, the Chief Executive of the competent authority shall issue decisions.

8.3. Failing to implement provisions of this administrative instruction shall be sanctioned, according to Article 45 of the Veterinary Law No.2004/21, of July 30th 2004 and legal provisions in force.
Article 9
Entering in to a force 

This administrative instruction enters in to force 30 days after its signature.
