Based on Article 1 Paragraph 1.3 point (d) UNMIK Regulation No 2001/19 of September 13 . 2001 on Executive Branch of Provisional Institutions of Self Government in Kosovo, based on the law No.2003/26 Law on Medicinal Products and Medicinal Devices; Section 3 paragraph 3.1 ii, paragraph 3.2 ii Section 6, Section 9 and Section 30; Law No.2004/21Veterinary Law: Section 24, Section 25, and Section 30, The Minister of Ministry the Agriculture Forestry and Rural Development, 
Issues as follows: 

ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION MA-NO. 32/2006
ON ESTABLISHING THE FEES   FOR VETERINARY MEDICINAL PRODUCTS
General Provisions 

Article 1 

Scope 

The Scope of this Administrative Instruction is to set up the system of payment for services rendered by Kosovo Veterinary and Food Agency as far as Veterinary Products official activities are concerned 

Article 2 

Marketing Authorization fees 
2.1 Fee for veterinary medicinal products / veterinary immunological products – 550 Euro.   
2.2 A basic fee shall be collected for each Marketing Authorization (MA) application, 
2.3 And it is related to one dosage and one pharmaceutical form of a veterinary medicinal product. 

2.4 Each additional dosage and pharmaceutical forms – 100 Euro. 

Article 3  

Variation fees 
3.1 Fee for evaluation of an extension of a marketing authorization of a veterinary medicinal / immunological product (pharmaceutical form, dosage, species or indication) – 500 Euro; 

3.2 Minor variations – For minor variations the fee is 100 Euro; 

3.3 Major variations – For major variations the fee is 300Euro. 

Article 4  

Renewal fees 
4.1 Any MA will be subject to one renewal process 5 years after the first authorization. 
4.2 This renewal will be subject to the collection of the basic fee. 

Article 5  

Transfer of marketing authorization 
In case of transfer of the MA to a new MA holder, a fee corresponding to 350 Euro

Article 6  

Fee reductions 
6.1 The fee may be reduced in some particular situation, i.e. case of lack of availability of relevant VMP for a specific indication in a specific species. 
6.2 This has to be adequately documented by the applicant in order to enable KVFS to decide if the reduction of the fee is justified

Article 7 

Distributors Certificate 
To granting a Distributors Certificate of any veterinary products, they should be charged with a fee corresponding to 300 Euro. 
Article 8 

The Fee for Laboratory Analyses

8.1 The veterinary medicinal products / veterinary immunological products which do not pose certificate of marketing authorization in one of the EU member states will be tested on qualitative parameters. 
8.2 The expenses for laboratory testing will be cover by applicant of Marketing Authorization    

Article 9 

 Importation fees 
The importers of VMP will be charged with a fee corresponding to 0.5 % of the declared value of each consignment subject to importation in Kosovo. 

Article 10
Inspection fees 

10.1 For each inspection, the companies which are dealing with import, distribution of veterinary medicinal products should be paid a fee in amount of 30 €.  
10.2 The fee should be paid to inspector, only for inspection authorized in written by Kosovo Veterinary and Agency. 
Article 11 

The fees for members of Evaluation Committee 

11.1 The applicant for marketing authorization except payment of fee from article 2 of this Administrative Instruction is obliged to pay fee for the committee for evaluation of veterinary medicinal products in amount of 200 euro for each veterinary medicinal products / immunological veterinary products.
11.2 The fee should be paid in Committee’s account, and this amount to be proportionally distribute among member’s of Committee   
Article 12 
12.1 If the applicant in same time will apply with 10 or more applications for marketing authorizations of veterinary medicinal products , the fee’s  could be paid in two rates .

12.2 The certificate of Marketing Authorization will not be issued unless the payment is not completed    

Article 13 

KVFA reserve the right to update the fee’s 

Article 14

Marketing authorization fee payment. Should be paid in  Euro to KVFA Account: Kosovo Veterinary and Food Agency ( KVFA )  1000430070003816 CBAK Central Banking Authority of Kosovo Prishtina. Article 15 

All  incomes collected from enforcement of this Administrative Instructions exclude payment from article 10 and 11.2 of this administrative instruction will shell out in Kosovo Budget .
