Issues the following:


                ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION MA-NO. 25 /2006

On reporting of activities of licensed private veterinary practiocioners 
General Provisions 

Article 1

Objective 
By this administrative instruction are defined obligations of the licensed private veterinary practiocioners, veterinary stations, clinics, as wellas methods of official data recording ,and their report to Kosovo Veterinary and Food Agency ,as a competent authority.

Article 2

Licensed private veterinary practitioners are obliged by competent authority to keep records on:

a) clinical protocol book,

b) Epistemological book,

c) activities authorized by KVFA for preventive measures (Vaccination on regular bases according toothed KVFA national plan ) 
d) diagnostic researches on the regular bases ,according to KVFA national plan ,as well as other esearches,

      e) vaccinations that are not planned in a program of competent authority , vaccine characteristics,
f) delivery of the samples from the field to the Kosovo Veterinary Laboratory,

      g) recording ot the artificial breeding ,including details of animal owner, animal ear tag , and origin of genetic material,

h) registration of veterinary health certificates, 
i) payment bill for supply with veterinary medcinalproducts and equipment ,and 
j) sub-laws regarding to animal identification and registration 

Article 3

In case of suspicion –contagious disease presence of list “A “,the private veterinary practitioners keep the obligation to complete and delivery forms to KVFA, form of disease notification. 

Article 4

4.1 For all evidences, the private veterinary practitioners’ fromarticle1 of this Administrative instruction keep the obligation to report every month lastly to the 5th, to Kosovo Veterinary and Food Agency, while for the clinical protocol records every three months.
4.2 The reporting should be done in a head copy and electronically.

Article 5

5.1 The private veterinary practitioners are obliged that for disease prevention draft program of the activities in the field, in which should be included, vaccination schedule, place, municipality, date, name and surname of the officer.

5.2 Activities from Paragraph 1 of this article should be carried out only by a person who fulfills conditions laid down by Veterinary Law, a technician under veterinary supervision.

5.3 To carry out activities from paragraph 1 and 2 of this Article should be respected cooling system of the vaccines, under instructions given in them. 

Article 6

6.1 The vaccination program should be presented to Kosovo Veterinary and Food Agency ,at least 14 days before its implementation.

6.2 Monitoring and inspection will be carried out by KVFA Regional Veterinary Inspectors.

Article 7

If the program will not be presented to KVFA by licensed veterinary practitioners ,within the limit defined by article 6 of this administrative instruction then will not be given the right carry out that program in the feed, and the same will not be contracted.   

Article 8   
License suspension 
8.1 Veterinary practitioners from article 1 of this administrative instruction to carry out activities defined by KVFA, are obliged to contract KVFA
8.2 By contract will be defined rights and obligations of the contracting parties.

8.3 Failing to fill obligations of the contract, follows the suspension of the contract, while as after effect of failure and putting animal health and public health in tithe danger, the competent authority may suspend a license to the business operator.

8.4 The license may be suspended if:

a) it is proved by KVFA Veterinary inspectors that there is overlap of the legal provisions , and their actions are in contradiction with procedures approved for carrying veterinary services,

b) The evidence is not kept correctly in the official documents, clinical protocols, epistemological book etc..

c) Animal disease are not notified according to notification system of the disease from the field,

d) is not completed regularly documentation of animal identification and registration ,and if is not made notification of the new burns, through the new born cards,

e) is not followed up animal movement through veterinary health certificates,  

f) it is proved that professional mistakes, or it is proved that contracted works in the field are carried out by veterinary technicians, without supervision of the licensed veterinary,

g) do not request for changing of the location of the private veterinary operator which has been licensed, 

h) it is proved that, after supply with veterinary medicines and veterinary medicinal equipment by the companies which are licensed by KVFA, have been traded to veterinarians, or private technicians which are not licensed, and 
i) Refuse official inspection, disturb veterinary inspector to carry out its work, hider do not report official records. 
8.6 The private veterinary operator and person in charge, to whom it is suspended the license, will not have the right to apply for a new license without passing the date of two years from the day of the license suspension.
Article 9
Specific provisions
9.1 Licensed private veterinary business operators, except the obligations from article2 of this administrative instruction, in case of suspicion or contagious disease outbreak are obliged to:

a) go on site,

b) Immediately notify KVFA, 

c) Cooperate with other services in the emergency cases and    

d) Implement orders and decisions of KVFA through Regional Veterinary Inspectors.

9.2 As a component part of this administrative instruction are its Annexes which define form of the official documents.

Article 10
Failing to implement this administrative instruction will be ratified with penalties defined in article 45 of Veterinary Law.
Article 11
Coming in to the force
       This administrative Instruction comes in to the force on the day of its signature.
