Minister of the Ministry for Agriculture Forestry and Rural Development taking into account the UNMIK Regulation No.2001/9 on 15 may 2001 on the Executive Branch of Constitutional Framework for Provisional Institutions of Self – Government in Kosovo, article 5.1 point (n) the UNMIK Regulation Nr. 2001/19 in September 13th 2001 on the Executive Branch of Provisional Institution of Self Government, article 1.3 point (d) and the article 4.2 e) on Vine Law No. 02/L – 8 on 14.10.2005.  
Approves the following:  

ADMISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION MA – No. 11/2006
For the Definition of the Criteria for the Taking of Samples and Vine Assessment 
Article 1

Purpose

With this Administrative Instruction are determined the criteria that ought to be applied for the taking of samples and the assessment of vines, with the purpose of categorization and determination of original origin of vines. 
Article 2
1. The samples that is taken for the assessment must have coverage from the glass with dark color in the volume 1 x 1 liter, from 4 samples for each type of the vine;
2. In the agreement with the procedure may be taken also two other samples;
3. One of them may stores the producer of vine, in cases of the re – assessment and second sample may serves like a reserve sample during the process of the assessment;
4. Bottles must be closed with waxen and stamped by the authorized person;

5. In the bottle are placed the labels with the following data:, date, figure, type of vine, quantity in hectoliters and other data, if it is thought as necessary. 
Article 3
All taken samples of the vines from the basements are subject to the chemical analyses in the authorized institution by the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development, in the parameters that are required by the European Standards.

Article 4
The authorized persons in the case of the sending the samples in the Institute removes all signs which have to do with the producer subject or the owner of the production, from which is taken the sample. Samples must be placed the special label which content number of evidence and figure too.

Article 5
1. From four taken samples for taste, there are two for chemicals analyze and tow other for taste. From this sample will be stored for super analyses, in the authorized institution by the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development.

2. The samples will be stored for super analyses for six months, since the day of the assessment of the vines of the table, as well as twelve months for all other vines.

Article 6
1. The assessment commission (taste) appointed  by Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development base on article 21, 21.3 on Vines Law:

Article 7
The commission must ascertain that all samples are taken under the intended procedure. 
Explanatory for the taken procedures of samples will be done by the authorized person by the institution in which are done analyzes or the inspector that have ascertained in the taken of samples.

Article 8

Each member of the evaluated commission must be introduced with results of chemical analyses, done by the authorized Institute of Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development, as well as to ascertain that the samples are done the chemical analyses and fulfill the necessary criteria on the quality of vines.

Article 9
The figure of samples and data on figures must be completely anonym.  

Article 10
The assessment of the vines will be done with positive points like from: 0 – 20 points.

Article 11
The taste of vines will be done assessing the following components:

(1) color

(2) clear – sighted

(3) aroma and

(4) taste 

Article 12

The components of the vines will be assessed with the following points: taste of vines will be done assessing the following components:

(1) the color will be assessed mostly with 2 points

(2) clear – sighted is assed mostly with 2 points

(1) the aroma is assessed mostly with 6 points and

(4) the taste will be assessed mostly with 10 points

Article 13
The collocation of samples for taste will be in the following way:

(1) to start with easy, new, full and old vines,

(2) white

(3) rose – colored   

Article 14
The commission works in the conditions which enables that:
(1) the assessment to be completely anonym,

(2) the assessment to be done in the fully comforting conditions,

(3) persons who do not take part in the assessment or evaluation process, strictly is forbidden the entrance in the room, where the taste  is done;

(4) as well as strictly forbidden the smocking.

Article 15
The environment where the assessment (taste) of the vines is done must have the following:

(1) necessary space for each taste  members;

(2) airy, temperature, moisture, necessary cleaning and without any kind of aroma or redolence;

(3) Covered tables with a white and clear cover; 

(4) Glasses for the assessment of clean vines and under the standards;

(5)  Commission must ascertain that all samples are taken under the intended procedure. 
Article 16
1. Each member of commission is obliged to be hygienically – aromatic in the accordance with rules and taste.

2. Taster must be available for the process of taste for drinks and adequate food.

3. The chairman of taste commission requires the holiday one hour or 8 – 10 the assessed samples.

4. The taste commission must cease the job, if such a thing is required by the majority of commission’s members.

Article 17

Under article 18.5 paragraph a,b,c and d. on Vine Law and to this Administrative Instruction the vines will be categorized like:

(1) Table vine   

(2) Selection vine   

(3) Perpendicular vine  
Article 18
Based on article 14 of this Administrative Instruction as well as gained points during the assessment by the commission of the assessment of vines the range of categorization will be as following: 

(1) Table vines               12.000 up to the 15.00 points

(2) Selection vines         15.01 up to the 17.50 points

(3) Perpendicular vines 17.51 up to the 20.00 points 

Article 19
The assessment will be done collecting the all gained points for a type of vine and are divided with a number of taste. If any of assessment has been wrong the assessment will not be calculated.
Article 20
The organization of taste of the vines will be done by the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development in cooperation with the Kosovo Institute Agriculture in Pejë/Pec.

  Article 21

The organizer is obliged to:

(1) To ensures the anonymous of samples during the assessment,

(2) Opening of samples to do a presence of commission members.

(3) To do the administrative works during the taste  process,

(4) To collect the results of the assessment by the assessment commission,

(5) To do the verification of the results, calculates and to present the results of the assessment,

(6) Assess and presence, if it is thought that is necessary, repeat of the assessment of sample, if there had no big differences in the case of assessment any the commission of members, or has derived any mistake during the assessment.

(7) Registration papers must be stored and archives the appropriate institution.

Article 22

The assessment commission (taste) is obliged that:

(1) Based on analyses to do the taste of samples and to give the assessment on the quality and categorization of vines under the type.

(2) Compile the minutes of meeting with necessary data, where is evidenced vines that complete intended criteria for the selection and their category as well as the copy send in MAFRD particularly Department of Plant Production and Protection.

(3) For vines that do not meet the necessary conditions for quality, recommends the measure for improvements, their processing in other products or their forbiddance.

(4) Conducts also the other works intended by Vines Law.

Article 23

1. The expenditures of the commission for the assessment of vines will be covered by Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development.

2. The expenditures for the eventual reassessment will be cover by the party, who requires such a thing.

Entry into force

Article 24
The present Administrative Instruction enters into force since the date of its signature.
