Minister of the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development,  

Approves the following:  

ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION NO. 07/2010 
ON PROCEDURES OF GIVEN OF LICENSES FOR CUTTING  
Article 1

Purpose 

The present Administrative Instruction defines procedures of given of licenses for cutting in private and public forests and the ways of carrying out the following activities:  

a) selection and marking of trunks for cutting;   

b) book of tree marking and calculation of volume;   

c) marking of timber assortments;

d) wood frightening permit and transport;

e) forests collocation.

Article 2

Procedures of given of licenses for cutting in private forests 

1.     License for cutting of forests in private ownership shall be issued by Municipal Forest Authority;  

2.   Forest owners submits the application for license of cutting for calendar year until 13 March, and in emergencies cases the application may be submitted also after this date; 

3.    Against the decision for license of cutting, forests owner in the term of 15 days can file a complaint to the forests inspection under MAFRD; 

4.      Procedure of issuance of license for cutting in private forests is as follow:    

a) Recording and reviewing of the application; 

b) Marking of trunks;

c) Completion of book tree marking – marking note, when is in question the quantity under  100 m2; 

d) When tree marking is done “License for cutting” shall be issued for the owner, where are defined records on quantities and structure of timber assortment allowed for cutting; 

e) After cutting of trunks and their processing in assortments, their tree marking shall be done by forest hammer for transport and the wood frightening permit for private forests shall be issued to the party. 
5.     Marking of trunks for cutting in private forests is done by Kosovo Forests Agency in the accordance with the annual management plans as well as in the accordance with the annual opportunities of forest plots utilization. 

Article 3

All procedures of license issuance for cutting in the private forests including review of application, given of licenses for cutting, marking of assortments for transport and issuance of wood frightening permit are managed by Municipal Forests Authority. 
Article 4 

Procedures of given of licenses for cutting in public forests 
1. License for cutting in public forests is given based on competition procedures set 
forth by the Administrative Instruction No. 06/2010, on the way and procedures of selling of forests trunks and timber assortments from public forests. 
2. Procedures for selling of forests trunks start after being certified that: 
a) Forest plot is included in the annual plan of forests management compiled by Kosovo Forests Agency; 

b) Kosovo Forests Agency has done marking of trunks and necessary calculations according to the tree marking book and specified tariffs; 

c) Kosovo Forests Agency has compiled forests operational plan for that forests plot.  

3.   Municipal Forest Authority is competent for management of procedures for selling of trunks and wood assortments from public forests, signing of contract with the winner of the right of cutting of trunks, marking of forests assortments for transport, and issuance of wood frightening permit. 

Article 5

Selection and marking of trunks for cutting  
Selection and marking of trunks for cutting means assignment – selection, placement of forest hammer, measurement, accountable and classification of timber measure of trunks for cutting and completion of tree marking books in the accordance with the provisions of this Administrative Instruction and Law on Kosovo Forests.  
Article 6

1.    Selection and marking of trunks for cutting, in the high forests trunk is done by the official with superior qualification in forestry field, forests engineer.     

2.   In the lack of superior staff, marking in low forests may be carried out also by official with professional secondary qualification – forestry technique, with experiences at least of 3 years in this activity. For every authorized technique for caring out of tree marking binding should be assigned a forest engineer that would monitor process of tree marking. 

Article 7

Prior beginning of works in the tree marking of trunks must be done preparation and to be verified: 

a) If piles or forests plots in which shall be carried out the selection and marking of trunks are included by the annual plan of forests management;   

b) Demarcation of directions of the pull out of trunks;  

c) Timber measures not to exceed mass or annual possibility of the utilization for those plots; 

d) Prior beginning of selection is defined type of trunks that would be selected, intensity of marking of trunks and standard for accountable of timber measure.  

Article 8

1.     Selection and marking of trunks for cutting shall be done according to the type of cutting intended by long term management plan and annual management plan.  

2.    Expectation to paragraph 1 of this article, uncommon cases of presence of damages in forests as a consequences of activities of biotic and abiotic factors, and after decision of forests inspector should be done tree marking of damaged trunks as a mass of hamper of the extension of damage, in cases when:    

a) All trunks are dry; 

b) All other trunks are if:

                (i)    crown is damaged on 80%;

                (ii)    wood crown has above 60% damaged leaves (yellow or deformed); 

               (iii)   above 60% of wood crown of broadleaves is damaged and dried;  

               (iv)  over 60% of crown, including also the wood leaven of coniferous is damaged and dried;  

               (v)     if characteristic symptoms of pests and diseases are shown in or under bark;   

Article 9

Selection and marking of trunks for cutting from article 8, paragraph 2, a, b, under point (i), (ii), (iii) and (iv),(v) shall be immediately done after being ascertained and recorded  by the relevant professional services. 

Article 10

Every official assigned for selection and marking of trunks must preliminary to be informed by annual management plan, of forests cutting and by instructions, for the way of selection and marking of selected trunks, type of cutting, intensity of intervention to the forests pile, keeping of evidence, accountable of timber measure and presence of data in tree marking book.    

Article 11

1.  Selected trunks for cutting are marked in the height of breast (1.3 m) in the trunk with forest hammer or visible color and marked with forest hammer to the below part of trunk and in the lowest root under height of stump - in the height less than of 1/3 diameter of trunks, in the way that after cutting the forest hammer to be remained in stump. 
2.   Marking in trunks for tree marking is done in the dead sick with emphasizes color or light engraving.    

3.     In the inclined fields forest hammer for cutting must be in the below side of stump, whereas in the trunk the forests hammer must be in the upper side. 

4. In forests coppice plots, plantations, intensive crops, bushes, where thinning cutting is planned, tree marking is done in terminal trunks of that surface in the height of   1.3 m of trunk.  

Article 12

Placement of tree marking in selected trunks for cutting is realized by forest hammer for 
trunks marking. Form, dimensions, etching and graffiti of forest hammer for trunks
marking is defined by MAFRD Administrative Instruction.

Article 13

For damaged and pulled out trunks during cutting which have not been marked and for dried trunks from the date of marking till to the cutting, must be done supplement marking of those trunks and to be marked in marking tree book. 

Article 14

Tree marking book 
1.    Trunks and timber measure of trunks marked for cutting is recorded to the book form of tree marking for each trunk. 

2.   Tree marking book is marked by serial number, for which is kept the evidence to the book recording of tree marking books for planning year.  
3.  Form in the book for book recording of tree marking must keep data for the denomination of book, serial number; recite data, name and surname of expert, signature and date of return. 

Article 15

Determine of structure of timber assortment – classification of cut trunks according to the assortments and quality structure, is done by the official side that has realized selection of trunks for cutting. 

Article 16

Calculation of timber measure of trunks marked for cutting shall be done in the form of book marking tree, applying table tariffs that are data – attached to the long term management plans for every type of wood. 

Article 17

For every planning calendar year is done the evidence of tree marking book. The term of saving of tree marking book is at least 10 years or till to the regular repeal of long term management plan.    

Article 18

Marking for timber assortment transport  
1.   Marking of timber assortment is done in cutting place or in forest road in directly nearness of the place of cutting, before being put into circulation – is going to be transported, exported, imported, receipt for processing, selling or buying.  

2.
 For marking of timber assortment – prior to be put into circulation – production, is 
used hammer for marking of timber assortment for transport. 

3.  Form, dimensions, etching and graffiti of forest hammer for transport are defined by
MAFRD Sub legal enactment. 

Article 19

During the receipt of timber assortment after cutting, the same woods must be marked by forest hammer, as follow:  

a) Trunks with diameter till to the 25cm in one side of cutting, whereas those with diameter above 25cm in two sides of cutting. 

b) Burning woods measured must indicate by appropriate tree marketing at least 70% e m3.

Article 20
1.   Marking of woods assortments during the acceptance in the way as following:  
a) Troops for the furniture and for saw are indicated in that way to be pressed 
              data on dimension and content, and these in three colours. 
b) First number indicates the length - dm, the second diameter - cm, whereas the third number is pressed under these two numbers and presents the volume of trunk and surrounded by colour. 
2.    With colour is indicated also the class of trunk. The length of sign is 8-10cm, whereas the width 1-2cm.

3.   Marking of class with colour is done in this way:  
a) Trunks for decoration of broadleaves and coniferous with F. 
b) Trunks for saws of coniferous and deciduous of the first class I.
c) Trunks for saw of coniferous and deciduous of the second class II.   
d) Trunks for saw of coniferous and deciduous of the third class III.   
Article 21
1.
Marking of timber assortment is done by forests hammer or by identified plaque.  In one marked with hammer or placed identified plaque from plastic, in which is found the identified number of assortment.  
2.
For timber assortments marked by identified plaque is not necessary the marking with hammer.  
Article 22
1.
Forests damages are marked by hammer of forests damage, as well as in stump is pressed by hammer of forests damage and by permanent red colour is marked number of stump cut illegally.  
2.
If the stump is not right, then by sideways is pressed by hammer, like being marked.  

3.
 Serial number of damage by each forests region starts every year by number 1.

Article 23
Hammer of forests damages hold forests guard and responsible technique until works to be done.   
Article 24
1.
Control hammers serve for marking and placement of control sign for made control.   
2.
Dried hammer mark of control hammer is pressed – put in the surface of stump of forests damage and in the carved parts or cut of trunks and timber assortments that are submitted to the control.   
3.      Controls may be regular or commanded by Competent Authority. 
Article 25
1.
Competent Body must keep the evidence in register of hammers of trunks marking, hammers for marking of timber assortments, hammers of forests damage and control hammers. 
2.
Forests hammer are saved in closed drawer and are given in use experts just during the performance of professional works with report of hand – over. 
3.
Register must have the following data on hammer:  
a) serial number;

b) type of hammer;

c) name, surname, address and title of worker to whom is trusted the hammer; 
d) date and signature of taken and return of hammer.   
Article 26
In case of hammer damage of the trunks marking, hammer of timber assortment, hammer of control and replacement on new one, and the old one is destroyed by commission.  
Article 27 

Wood frightening permit 
1.
Wood frightening permit is an official important document, recorded by serial number, which is issued on the occasion of putting into circulation of timber measure – export, import, transport, shipment receipt, storage, processing, purchasing and sales. 
2.
Form of evidence of wood frightening permit for timber measure is a constituent part of this Administrative Instruction. 
Article 28
1.   Before issuing the wood frightening permit cut and processed assortments to be measured and counted, to be registered according to the type of wood and assortment, verified forests hammer – content of dried hammer, with this case calculate timber measure and number of scrap of trunks.  
2.   Wood frightening permit must be stamped with forest hammer which is marked timber measure with. 
Article 29
If the same assortment timber, is re put into further circulation - sale, storage or processing, is accompanied by relevant document. 
Article 30
Wood frightening permit of cut timber assortment in forests of private ownership, in addition to basic data, should have also the abbreviation “WFPPF” wood frightening permit for private forests. 
Article 31
Validity of wood frightening permit is given the time needed to reach the stated destination, calculating transport means and report, but within a day time appointment, as well as under constant supervision by responsible persons.   
Article 32
Forest collocation 
Forest collocation means all measures and works that are carried out in forests, in order to ensure forest natural reproduction – regeneration for unhindered development of forest, fire protection, parasites and insects, protection from strong winds, conservation of trunks during the cutting and transport  as well as other measures to maintain the quality  of forestry – seedling.   
Article 33
Forest collocation is placed respectively must be created forests owners and winners of tenders of parallel forests plots with cutting and pulling out of timber assortment under supervision of the authorised personnel.
Article 34
In forests and forests lands is necessary maintenance and regeneration of:  
a) limitation signs of all categories – ownership, plot, sub plot;  
b) cutting, channels and other equipments for fire protection;  
c) lines, drainage channels of springs and drainage pipes;  
d) forests, roads, stasis and forest paths; 
e) construction facilities; 
f) parks, reserves, natural monuments, mineral resources, caves;  
g) drinking water springs;

h) Protective fences to prevent damage by wild animals – in new forests, nursery, reserves of flora and fauna, monuments, species and special plant individual. 
Article 35
1. In forests areas dedicated for rest and recreation, should be placed orient signs that indicate places for rest, camping, observation, firewood in forest, drinking water spring and other relaxation facilities.    
2.    In forest and forest land in the length of 100m, is forbidden opened firewood.   
Article 36 

All disease trunks or attacked by pests, many damaged trunks or pull out by roots, should be incorporated for cutting with the case of marking of trunks to the forests plot.  
Article 37
Before the start of cutting, to the piles intended for cutting, should be determined and marked the way through which timber assortments will be pull out. Also is determined temporary piles location.  
Article 38
1.
Cutting of trunks, processing and pulling out of timber assortment from location of cutting, should be developed as to preserve seedling and trunks around. 
2.
Endangered trunks in stand should be protected prior the pulling out of timber assortment. 
3.
Processed assortments prohibited to be pile and rest to trunks in stand.    
4.
Timber assortment must be pull out till to the piling location, only in roads regulated and pre – arranged by the project of forests exploitation. 
5. 
Roads for pulling out of timber assortment must be designed in order that remained trunks, seedling and land to be less damaged. It is prohibited that with means for pulling out of timber assortment to avoid these roads.   

6.
Technology for cutting and pulling out must be suitable for conditions in the field, seniority and density of forestry. 
Article 39
1.
During the cutting, trunks must fall in that direction in which at least damage trunks around and seedling. 
2.
Inclined fields, trunks must fall from the top side, expect when it is disabled by collocation and position of trunks in stand around them. 
Article 40
1.
Excoriation of cut coniferous stumps is obliged and necessary for putting of forests collocation. Branches and litters from the cutting with diameter less than           7cm by thick side, as well as husk of coniferous must be gathered in piles, thus the thick part of branches to be from the internal side of pile.
2.
It is prohibited that the collection of litters from cutting to be done in places where thee are seedlings, where the water is outflow on water springs and in the distance less than 10m from the road, as well as on stumps of cut trunks. 
Article 41
1.
Height of stump should be 1/3 of diameter of trunk. 
2.
Measuring of height of stump in the inclined fields is done by the upper side.
3.
Parts of cut troops which do not serve as timber assortments, turned into firewood, while for the coniferous is obliged the removal of husk. 
Article 42
In forests collocation in which are done regular cutting, is not allowed to be remained dried trunks, half of dry and trunks and parts of damaged trunks.  
Article 43
1.   Works doer is obliged that during working activities, at the same time to do the maintenance of forests roads, while after completion of pulling out of timber assortment to do the sanitation of roads, bridges, channels, springs and other facilities damaged during the performance of works. 
2.   Hand over of plot is done after fully creation of forests collocation with report by KFA expert’s commission.  
Article 44
Transitional and Final Provisions 
1.
MAFRD is obliged that in the term of 6 months from the entry into force of this Administrative Instruction to work all hammers as specified by this Administrative Instruction. 
2.
Replacement of forest hammers is done for all forests in Kosovo, while forest hammers up to now are pulled out from the usage and destroyed by commission.  
Article 45
Upon entry into force of this Administrative Instruction shall be abrogated he Administrative Nr. 29/2005 on selection, tree marking, marking of timber assortments, wood frightening permit and forests collocation as well as Administrative Instruction Nr. 33/2008, on amendment and supplement of Administrative Instruction Nr. 29/2005. 
Article 46
This Administrative Instruction shall enter into force on the day of signing.
