Pursuant to UNMIK Regulation No 2001/19 of September13th ,on executive department of Provisional Institutions of Self-Government in Kosovo, article 1.3 point (d), and Veterinary Law No.2004/21 of 30.07.2004, article 8, paragraph 8.1, 8.2 and 8.5, The Minister of the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development,

Issues the following:

ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION NO. 06/2008      

For prevention, control, combating and eradication of Anthrax disease  

Article 1

Objective 

With objective to protect, public and animal health, by this administrative instruction are defined veterinary measures which the competent authority will undertake for prevention, control, combating and eradication of anthrax disease at animals. 

Article 2

Definitions 

For understanding of this administrative instruction ,used terms in it, have the following meaning:

“Holding ”-means ,site, building, open farm or any other site in which animals are kept or used; 

“Anthrax-” is a zoonotic disease which is present at animals, and it is transmissible from animals to humans and vice versa;
"Owner – keeper "-means person or legal person who owns one or more animals or it is authorised to keep or care about animals;

“Competent Authority”- means Kosovo Veterinary and Food Agency –KVFA;

“Official Veterinarian”- means authorised veterinarian by competent authority to carry out public veterinary activities;

“Reference Laboratory”- means a laboratory, licensed by EU authorities for diagnostification of Anthrax disesae and which is in the official list of OIE;

“OIE”- International Organisation for Epizooti;
“DG-SANCO”- means General Directorate for the Public Preservation and Consumer Protection 
"Suspected animal " means any animal from affected specie which shows a clinical signs, or originates from the region in which last 20 years has been proved that there was Anthrax:

 "Infected Animal” means any animal from affected specie which  shows clinical signs and by laboratory analyses has been confirmed Anthrax 

 “Animal of affected specie” means any animal which has predispozition to be infected by Anthrax as are: cattle, sheep, goat, swine, dog, cat, and horse,
“Elimination”- means elimination of the carcass in a permitted method according to the legislation in force; 

“Emergency vaccination ”-means vaccination in case of Athrax outbreak .

Article 3
Obligations of the competent authority 

(1) In case pof suspicion or official confirmation of the Anthrax, the competent authority undertakes as follows:

1. Collects informations about epiziotological situation and status, through veterinary inspectors and and authorised veterinarians in that region;
2.  Orders sampling in the suspected animals;
3.   Orders implementation of the animal movement restriction;
4.   Bans entrance of unauthorised persons in the suspected or infected area;
5.   Determines suspected or infected area dependently from number of suspected animals or infected animals with Anthrax;
6.   Bans use of the milk from sick animals and trade of dairy products and does not allow conveyance of animals from that area.
7.   Bans slaughter of suspected animals or infected animals, as well as use of their meat;
8.   Orders disposal of the animal carcasses and their elimination;
9.   Orders implementation of the measures for site and area cleaning and disinfection 

(2) With objective to prevent Anthrax, the competent authority in the infected area or suspected area for presence of Anthrax, except the measures from paragraph 3.1 of this Article, orders animal vaccionation left in that holding or in the holdings around, monitoring the situation and and eswtimating the risk of the reoccurrance of the Anthrax in that holding or in the holdings around.

(3) Owner – keeper of the animal keeps the obligation to act in accordance to instructions and orders of competent authority..

Article 4

In case of official confirmation of Anthrax disease, the competent authority keeps the obligation to inform veterinary practises, Ministry of Health, the competent authorities of the neighbouring countries international Organisation for Epizooti OIE and DG-SANCO.

Article 5

In case that in one holding is present only one case of the Anthrax there is animal movement restriction from that holding, while if there is confirmation of the Anthrax disease presence in different holdings, except the restriction of the animal movement is prohibited the issuance of the animal health certificate, unless there is a risk Anthrax spreading.

Article 6

After the 14 day period from the last case of Anthrax, based pon laboratory analyses carried out , and such results have been negative, the competent authority may permit slaughter of the healthy animals belonging to a holding or pasture in which the Anthrax has been demonstrated Anthrax.

Article 7

(1) Animals infected by Anthrax, should be destroyed immediately, and there is a prohibition of the unskin and viscera. 

(2) In case that thje animal has been slaughtered and there was a suspicion or confirmation of the Anthrax, skin, meat and viscera of that animal must be destoyed in the way that they shoulkd not come in contact with humans or other animals.

(3) Destruction of the infected animal by Anthrax must be carried out in a place pointed for inceneration of animals and in presence of authorised veterinarian, but taking care of not polluting water and environment 

(4) The cremation of the carcass must take place in incenerator and if there is no incennerator the inceneration must be done in a pille of wood, putting fuel on it.

(5) Waste and other material or any other material left, after the animal destruction must be moved from the place wehere they have standed and must be incenerated.

(6) Transport of dead animals by Anthrax is carried out by instructions given by authorised veterinarian and the means of transport must be such that makes to walkaway the carcass or its parts.  
Article 8

The compensation of the damage 

(1) For farmers’ compensation who are harmed animal destruction, infected by Anthrax ()excluding dogs and cats), decides competent authority, according to the legislation in force.

(2) In case that the competent authority does not have funds, then through the MAFRD requires from Kosovo’s Governemnet to provide funds for compensation.

Article 9
Impklementation and coming in to the foirce 

(1) For implementation of this administrative instruction, the CEO of the competent authority may issue special decisions.

(2) Failing to implement this administrative instruction will be sanctioned by article 45 of Veterinary Law and legislation in force.

Article 10
Coming in to the force
This administrative instruction comes in to the force on the day of signature.
