Pursuant to article 1.3, point (d) of UNMIK Regulation, No 2001/19 of September 13th , 2001 on Executive Department of Provisional Institutions of Self-Government in Kosovo and Article 16 of Veterinary Law No 21/2004 of 30.07.2004.The Minister of the Ministry of Agriculture, Foorestry and Rural Development, 

Issues the following :

ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION NO.17/2008

For determination of the egg quality 
Article 1
Objective
With objective to protect public health ;by this administrative instruction are defined conditions which have an afect in egg quality which are placed in to the market and related to labelling, general conditions, which eggs should be fulfill, collection of eggs and packing centers, their classification, labelling, reclassification, production evidence and egg packing, as well as inspection of egg quality.

Article 2
Provisions of this administrative Instruction are not implemented in eggs which are:  
a) obtained-collected from chickens for egg production –parental originating for reproduction,
b) Are transported immediatelly from place of production to the packaging centre,
c) intended for industry,
d) At the place of production are sold to the consumer for personal needs, 
e) Are marketed, sold unpacked at the place of production,directly from producer ,which in production has up to 350 chickens, 
f) imported and exported in quantity which does not exceed the number of 60 eggs and meant for personal needs of the consumer .
Article 3
Definitions
To understand this administrative instruction ,terms used have the following meaning:
“Eggs”- means ,chicken eggs with shells ,meant for human consumption, or use in food industry; 
-“Industrial eggs”- means eggs in shells ,including defective eggs and those for reproduction, and which are not meant for human consumption or use in industry. In industrial eggs are not included boiled eggs;

“Eggs for reproduction”-are eggs dediacted for hatching;

“Broken eggs” –are eggs with shells and defective membrane ,from which we may have spill of the content;

“Deffective eggs”- means ,defective eggs ,but with unbroken shell and non defective mebrane (does not correspond with the text ))
“Placing in to the market”- menas placing in to a market for sale ,including sale offer or any other transfer method ,disregarde ,whether is payable or not payable ,distribution or other means of transfer ,import and export of eggs. 

“Packaging centre”-  means a centre ,managed by a person or legall person ,authorized to classify eggs ,according to egg quality and weight ,egg packaging and may be within production unit;

“Producer”means a person ,registered for egg production;

“Series”- means eggs of the same packaking center which are collected in one packaking centre and which are prepacked or unpacked which should be labelled with same shelf life,respectively date of production and should have same labells of classification accordinf to their weight and quality;

“Small packaging”- means a packaing  which contains mostly up to 36 eggs ,in a small packaging are not included open pasteboards 
"Large packaging”-  means a packaging which contains more than 36 eggs; -
-“Sale of unpacked eggs”-means retailing eggs ,respectively directly to the final consumer;-
˝Transporting unit”-  means a container ,packaging or any other form of packaing by which the eggs are transported.
“Competent authority”- means ,Kosovo Veterinary and Food Agency –KVFA,

“Authorized veterinarian” means , a veterinarian ,authorized by the competent authority.
Article   4
4.1 Eggs which are placed in to market ,should be produced, packed ,stored and transported in that way ,so to keep their quiality.
4.2 Chicken eggs are not permitted to be mixed with other types of eggs.

4.3 Eggs, randomly broken or damaged in packaging centers ,may be distributed to  processing industry. 
Article 5
Egg collection in packaging centers
5.1 Eggs should be collected and distributed to the packaing center by the producer ,or to be collected by the packaging center every third day ,or once a week ,if they have been kept in a farm in temperature lower than 18˚ C. 
5.2 Eggs which shall be labelled with date of production ,and those designed for the market as eggs of class “A” ,with labell “Extra “should be distributed to the packaging center, directly from the producer or to be collected at the producers’site by the collection center:

   a) on the day of production ,every working day,

   b) every second working day –if eggs are kept in a farm at temperature lower than  18˚C 
Article 6
6.1 Before the dispatch of eggs from production unit, every consignemet should be labelled with details mentioned below:
a) name, address and number of production unit,

b) number of eggs and weight,

c) date of egg production,

d) dispatching date.

6.2 Details from point 1 of this article should be in consignement and accompained by documentation ,and which packaging centre keeps the obligation to keep at least 6 months. 
6.3  If the packaging center has distributed unpacked eggs from the production unit which is located in the same location ,details from point 1 to be indicated in packaging center. 
Article 7
Packaging centre
7.1 The packaging center classifies,packs and identifies egg consignments not later than second day, from the day of egg recipiency.
7.2 Packaging and identification of the egg consignements, may be carried out within three days, if eggs are packed in another packaging center which has made their clasification and identification.
7.3 Classification and packaging of eggs should be carried out on the day of production ,or in the first working day which will be identified with date of production, which are not packed in consignemets and distributed by the production unit to the packaging centre which situated in the same location.

Article 8

8.1 Conditions which should fulfill the packaging center as well as aproval procedures are described by specific regulations .
8.2 The sapce of packaging centre should be dedicated for egg processing ,classification ,packing identification and storing of eggs.

8.3  The packaging center must be equiped with the following technical equipments: 

            a) Equipment for irradiation of the eggs –independent individual lighter which enables to verify the quality of each egg ,equipment for measuring the air within the egg,

            b) equipemnt for egg classification according to the weight,
c) one or more balances, attested to measure eggs,

d) labelling equipemnt –egg identification.

8.4 Areas should be kept clean, technically in order, and no aroma .

Article 9

Classification of eggs
Referring to egg quality ,eggs are classified in:
a) eggs of class “A”or fresh eggs,
b) eggs of class”B” dedicated for processing industry.
Article 10

10.1    Eggs of class “A” at the time of packaging ,should fulfill the following conditions:

a) that shell and underskin ,to be in a normal form ,clean and no damages,
b) air space should not be higher than 6 mm ,while for eggs ,identified as extra is not permitted to exceed 4 mm 
c) the egg fluid should be clear and compact,

d) the jellow of egg during the lightning should be seen as shadow of unidentified, so during the manipulation of eggs should be static or partially move and should be in the middle of egg.

e) the embryo should have remarkless development,

f) should not have foreign bodies,

g) should not have aroma 
10.2 Eggs of the first classs are not permitted to be washed before and after classification, or in any way to be cleaned.
10.3 Eggs subject to washing procedures are not permitted to be labelled ,identified as class”A” ,even if they fill other criterias for that class of eggs ,and should be identified as washed eggs 
10.4 “Eggs of class “A” are not permited to be a subject of preservation procedures ,or to be chilled in temperature lower than +5 ˚C.

10.5 Eggs ,stored in a lower temperature than +5 ˚C, less than 24 hrs .will not be considered as chilled in case of transport –dispatch in storing area of retailing business operator ,and if the quantity of eggs does not exceed the quantity needed for three day sale. 
10.6 Eggs subjected to chilling are not permited to be labelled as eggs of class “A” ,even when they fill other requirements for that class of eggs ,and should be labelled with labell “Chilled eggs “ 
Article 11
Eggs of class “B “,means ,eggs which does not fill the requirements applicable for eggs of class “A”.

Article 12

12.1 Eggs of class “A” and eggs ,washed –cleaned ,on the ocassion of palcing in to the market and taking in to account their weight are classified in four categoriesand are labelled with :

a) »XL« – Eggs erxtra large ,from 73 g and over;
b) »L« –   Large eggs: from 63 g to 73 g;
c) »M« –  Medium eggs: from 53 g to 63 g;
d) »S« –  Small eggs with weight less than 53 g.

12.2 In packaging weight and class of eggs is labelled with respective letters ,words ,or combination of both ,in compliance with Paragraph 12.1 of this  article 
12.3 The further classification is not permitted according to their weight ,coloring ,symbols or other marketing labells ,or similar,
12.4 If, eggs of class”A” ,except those with labell “Extra “ ,with different weight are placed in the same packaging ,the overall weight should be labelled in gram and by words “eggs of different weight “ 
12.5 When eggs of clas” A”are dispatched for industrial processing with that labell ,the weight labell is not obligatory for that kind of packaging.
Article 13
General conditions for identification of eggs
13.1 Labels printed in eggs ,and placed in packaging should be clear visible and readable.

13.2 The color, used for labelling ,and identification of eggs should fill conditions of specifc administrative instruction by which is defined use of colors in food for human consumption.

Article 14
14.1 Eggs of class “A” and washed should be identified with labells as follows:
a) the smallest size of the diameter of the circle is 12 mm which is set around the class labell according to the weight and in compliance with Article 12 of this administrative instruction and written in capital letters which are at least 2 mm. 
            b) vendi i origjines (për Republikën e Kosoves: KS),

            c) numri i prodhuesit, i lartësisë së paku 2 mm,

            d) The number of the authorized centre should be of size 2mm,

            e) Details of the method of cultivation of chickens and labelled with numbers in compliance of provisions of article 22 of this admionistrative instruction.
14.2 If the packaging centre ,in the same time is egg producer ,in eggs will be placed the label of producer.
Article 15
15.1 Eggs of class “A” may be identified by one or more labels:

            a) Date of packaging ,or if eegs are sold as unpacked ,date of classification,

b) Egg class,

c) Market name and brand,

d) Date of issue of eggs,

e) The method of the feeding of chickens,

f) Other notes which has been ofered to the consumer as additional information.

15.2 Eggs of class “A” losing quality attribuites of that class are not permitted to be declared as eggs of class “A” ,but they will be classified in class “B” 
15.3 Eggs of class “A” ,lossing quality atributes may be distributed directly to processing industry..

Article 16
16.1 Eggs of class” B” except the damaged eggs shall be identified with class brand .in them may be placed other lablels from paragraph 15 of this administrative instruction. 
16.2 The label for eggs of the class “B “ is a a round with the smallest possible diameter of 12 mm which is in the smallest height of 5 mm.
16.3 If the eggs are delivered directly for industrial processing ,in the packaging shall be written clearly ,than the labelshallnot be placed in every egg.
Article 17

General provisions for egg packaging
17.1 Large and small packging of the eggs even when they are in large packagings ,in the externalpart of packagings shall be written the following details: 

a)  name ,address and market labell of the busineess operator in which eggs have been packed or has delivered in packaging,
b) name of the authorized packaging centre or producer 
c) Class and weight ,eggs of class A are labeled with “A “and with name “fresh “
d) number of the eggs in packaging,
e) details of minimum of expiry date ,in compliance of provisions of article 18 of this administrative instruction,

17.2 Large and small packagings of the eggs in external and internal part of the packaging shall have the following details:
a) sale price,
b) specific conditions of storage,
c) date of packaging,
d) recommended date of sale,
e) date of egg production, 
f) feeding details of the egg producing chickens,
g) mark of egg origin,
h) retailing number or inspection number of the storage area,

i) slogans for increasing of the sale which will not make a suspicious consumer 
j) other details which will give additional informations to the consumer.
Article 18

The label of a minimum expiry date
18.1 The minimum expiry date shall be written in egg packagings ,and shall be written in compliance with specific provisions of legislation for general declare and identification of the food.  

18.2 In compliance with paragraph 1 of this article, the minimum date of expiry will be written by words: “to be used until.’’(date).
18.3 Data duhet të shënohet në këtë menyrë:

a)  the day to be written by numbers from 01-31,

b) months to be written by numbers from 01-12.

18.4 The minimum shelf life for egs of class “A” and for washed eggs is that date in which eggs keep their qualities ,in compliance with article 10 of this administrative instruction ,and stored in compliance with rules The minimum shelf life is not permitted to be longer than 28 days from the production date 
18.5 Large and small packagings, even when they are in within large packagings, in external part shall have readable declaration that eggs shall be stored and kept in a cool and dry place. 
Article 19

Labell of the packaging date
The labelof the packaging date may be placed in in egg packaging dedicated for sale and in this shall be written “date of packaging “after which is date in compliance with provisions of article 18.3 of this administrativ instruction. 
Article 20
Recommended date of sale
20.1 Near by the date of minimum shelf life ,at the moment of packaging of eggs  may be written the recomanded date of packaging ,consisted by words “ to be used until’’, after which is the date in compliance with provisions of article 18.3 of this administrative instruction.
20.2 The recomanded date of sale of the eggs to the consumer will not be permitted to be longer than 21 days from the date of production.
Article 21
The label of egg production date
21.1 The details of the egg production date at the moment of the packaging ,may be fixed in the packaging ,and then the date of production shall be in all eggs of that packaging. 

21.2 When eggs are delivered to the packaging centre in containers ,all eggs ,identified by the date f production shall be classified and packed ceaslessly the process. The date of egg production will be placed during the classification or immediately after the classification. 
21.3 When eggs are not delivered to the packaging centre in the container and are not originating from production unit which is in the same location with packaging centre shall :

a) be identified by the date of production ,respectively by the first working day ,if they have been produced in weekends together with eggs produced that day.
b) are classified and packed in compliance with paragraph 2 of this article are delivered to other packaging centres or food industry in the day of production or in the first working day ,if they have been produced in weekends. 

21.4 Storage and processing of eggs of othewr producers ,which are delivered in packaging centres ,and are not foreseen to be identoified by the date of production ,shall be done seperately.
Article 22

The mark of cultivation of chicken
22.1 The details of the chicken cultivation sahll be in eggs and may be in packagings of  eggs.
22.2 Details about the cultivation of the chickens placed in the packagings are consisted by words and numbers:

a)  »0 –eggs, coming aut ecologically «;
b)  »1 –eggs, coming aut from free«;
c)  »2 –Eggs, from coming aut in floor «;
d)  »3 –eggs from coming aut in cages «.
22.3 Details in eggs about the method of chicken cultivation shall be written by numbers.
a) »0« for eggs of ecological coming aut;

b) »1«  eggs from free coming aut;

c)  »2« eggs from coming aut in floors;
d)  »3« eggs from coming aut in cages.

22.4 Conditions which shall be fulfilled, to be determined the method of cultivation are defined by specific provisions 
Article 23

Marks about the feeding methods
23.1 Eggs of class “A” and “washed eggs” respectively their packagings may have the label about the feeding method of the egg producing chickens:

a) grain as food ingredient are included in at least of 60% of overall quantity ,and do not contain over of 15% of  nus-products 
b) if any grain contains at least 30% of overall quantity ,respectively if the food is consisted by may types of grain ,then every grain shall be represented by at least of 5% of overall quantity.

23.2 Large and small packagings,identified by the method ofcultivation ,shall have the same letterings.

23.3  When eggs are sold unpacked ,the details about the cultivation of egg producing chickens may be used only in that time when every egg has been labelled with responsibility according to the rules.
Article 24

Informations about the origin of eggs
24.1 Egg packagings of class “A”and “washed eggs “may have the information of egg origin ,respectively the lettering “egg origin –to be seen the label on the egg.”
24.2 Large and smallpackagings ,having the information of origin shall have the same letterings.

24.3 At unpacked eggs ,the information of origin may be used ,only if every egg is labelled in compliance with paragraph 1 of this article. 
Article 25
The identification of imported eggs
25.1 Eggs during import and marketing should fulfill provisions of this administrative instruction.
25.2 During import ,eggs shall be in large and small packagings and they should have a readable labell ,with following details:

a) Country of origin,

b) name of importer,

c) name of distributor,

d) name of producer ,respectively packaging centre,

e) classification ,according to quality and weight,

f) for large packagings ,the weight in kg of packed eggs and their number, whereas for small packagings the number of eggs,

g) date of packaging,

h) name and address of distributor ,if we have to deal with large packagings.

Article 26
Packaging quality
26.1 Large packagings ,including internal wrap shall be resistible in bumps, dry, in good condition and made from material protecting eggs from smell and losse of quality.

26.2 Large packagings for transport and delivery ,including internal wrap, may be re used in packaging centres .situated outside the premises for egg production if they fill the conditions from paragraph 1 of this article. 
26.3 In large packagings ,re used is not permitted to be seen the old label ,becouse it may bring suspicion to consumer.
26.4 Small packagings are not permitted to be re used.
Article  27

Neto minimum weight of eggs in large packagings
Large packagings of class ”A” and “washed eggs”  shall be classified according to the minimum weight as, below:

a) XL – very large:7.3 kg/100 eggs;

b) L –   large: 6,4 kg/100 eggs;

c) M – medium: 5,4 kg/100 eggs;

d) S – small: 4,5 kg/100 eggs.
Article 28

Identification by adhesive bandage, re classification and packaging of eggs
28.1 Large packagings shall be made safety by adhesive bandage or label ,in which are details from article 17 of this administrative instruction ,and after the first opening of the packaging is not permitted to be reused.

28.2 adhesive bandages and labells are not neccesseraly ,if large packagings are in form of open boxes ,or container in which are placed small packagings with details from article 17 of this administrative instruction 
28.3 If eggs are delivered every day from the packaging centre for retailing ,in smaller quantity than 3600 eggs for a consignemet or 3600 eggs for one buyer ,there is no need to be packed in large packagings and to be identified by a label ,but those consignements shall be accompained by proper documentation.

28.4 In the accomaqpine documentation shallbe written the following details ,name ,address ,and number of authorized packaging centre ,the number of eggs ,the class and weight ,the minimum expiry date and the method of chicken cultivation.  
Article 29
Adhesive bandages and labels for packagings of class “A” and “washed eggs”, shall be in white color ,whereas the details shall be, printed in black.
Article 30

Adhesive bandages and labels for eggs, intended to food industry
30.1 Adhesive bandages and labelas shall be in yellow, if the eggs are packed 
            a) intented for processing in food industry 
b) have been of class “A’’and do not fill quality of this class and have not been re classified,
c) »B« class.  

30.2 Bandages and labels from above mentioned paragraph ,shall be readable in black letters with the following details:
a) name and address of the business operator, distributing eggs,

b) number and netto weight of eggs, 

c) label “Eggs for food industry”written in black letters of height 2 cm 
30.3 The label from paragraph 1 and 2 of this article may be used only once.
Article 31

The bandages and labels for industrial eggs
31.1  If packed eggs are intented for industrial processing the label should be in red 
31.2  In the labels from paragraph 1 of this article should be written readable details:
a) the name and address of the business operator to whom eggs are intented,

b) the name and addres of the business operator ,delivering eggs,

c) the label “Industrial eggs”,written by capital black letters of height 2 cm and the mark “not fit for human consumption”,written by black letters of height 0.8 cm. 

31.3 The bandage and labels from paragraph 1 of this article ,may be used only once.
Article 32

Eggs with the label “extra”
32.1 The word “extra”can be used in small packagings of eggs of class “A” and every printed letter in the label should be readable.

32.2 The word “extra” shall be printed in label by italic letters of height ,of at least 1 cm. After the word”extra” coes the word “until” and the date ,in compliance with pareagraphs 2 and 3 of this adminoistrative instruction related to the seventh day of egg packaging and nineth day after the production of the eggs.
32.3 If in the packaging is written the date of egg packaging ,the word “extra” may be replaced with words »extra until in the nineth day ,after production”.

32.4 If ,in the packaging is written date of production the word “extra “mey be replaced with “extra “until in the nineth day of after production”.

32.5 After word “extra “ may be added “fresh “.

32.6 If the adhesive bandage or label is not possible to be removed from packaging ,eggs shall not be sold untilin the seventh day after the packaging or in the nineth day afte r production ,so those eggs shallbe re packed.

32.7 Large packagings ,containing sevral small packagings shall be labelledwith capitalletters of height 2 cm with lettering”PACKAGING CONTAINS SMALL PACKAGES EXTRA «.
Article 33

Re-packing of eggs
33.1 Eggs of class “A”  and “washed eggs “may be re-packed in large or smallpackagings only in packaging centers.
33.2 Re-packagings shallcontain only eggs of the same series.
33.3 The labelin large packagings shall have the following details:
a)  name an address of the business operator ,re-packing eggs or has re-packed,

b) number of the authori\zed packaging center or –re-packaging 
c) egg class and weight,

d) number of eggs packed,

e) date and minimum expiry date ,and undermeath words :”re-packed eggs” 
f) the method of cultivation of chickens 
g) warnings about the storage of eggs,

h)  the numberof authorized packaging center, firstly packed ,or country of origin for eggs from export .
33.4 Small packaging in which eggs are re-packed shall have the information from above paragraph ,and shall be readable and may have the marketing information of the business operator which has re-packed eggs.The word “extra”is not permitted to be used. 
Article 34

Re-classification of eggs
34.1 Eggs which have passed the procedures of re-classification may be placed in to the market ,in the same packagings in which they have been before re-classification.If hose eggs have been re-repacked ,every packaging shallcontain eggs of the same seri.

34.2 The yellow adhesive bandage or red labell of large packagings in which are re-classified eggs shall be in black letters with informations from article 30 and 31 of this administrative instruction.

34.3 Small packagings in which are re-packed eggs shall contain informations fromparagraph 2 of this article, written by readable letters.
34.4 If, again are used original packagings, unvalid informations shall be covered. Small packagings shallbe identified by market label of the business operator which has re-classified eggs, or by details of the business operator which has deliver to re-classification. 
Article 35

Registration of egg producton and egg packaging
35.1 Egg producers shall keep evidence about the method of chicken cultivation and their feeding ,in case that eggs of class “A’ keep that labell.
35.2 Informations aboiut the cultivation of chickens shall have the following details:
a) date of entry of chickens in the premise ,age and number of chickens,

b) Remove of the chickens from breeding and further production 
c) Daily production of eggs,

d) daily number of the eggs sold ,with name and address of the business operator which has received eggs.

35.3 Details about the fed of the egg production chickens ,in case when eggs of class “A”and their packagings have the labelof this class shall have the following details:

a) the quantity and type of feed ,received fromsupplier or prepeared in the farm 
b) date of receive of the feed,

c) the name of producer or supplier,

d) number and age of the egg producing chickens and number of the eggs produced and distributed,

e) date of delivery of eggs,

f) name and address of the purchaser and packaging center, 
35.4 details about the production shallbe in regard to other details by this article.
35.5 The producer shall keep the details 6 months after the cease of the activity ,respectively after the flock finish the the production cycle.
Article 36

Details of the packaging center
36.1 The packaging center shall keep the special daily data on the method of cultivation and which shallcontain the following details:

a) the quantity of eggs ,received in the packaging center, number of eggs damaged, received name and location of the person or legal person who have delivered eggs ,the number of the authorized producer, date or period of egg issue,
b) the quantity of eggs, not classified and are distributed to other packaging centers, the authorization number of those packaging centers, and the date or period of production,

c) classification on the base of their weight,

d) the quantity of classified eggs, received from other packaging centers ,the authorization numbers oif these packaging centers, the minimumdate of expiry and information about the identity of the merchant,
e) number and weight of eggs, delivered, classification on the base of the weight, date of packaging ,expiry date and name and address of purchaser.
36.2 Packaging centers shall update data every wweek 
36.3 If eggs of class “A” and “washed eggs “have the label about the feeding method of the egg producing chickens, date of egg production ,the packaging centers, using these informations shall have the special details ,in compliance with paragraph 1 of this article.

36.4 Instead of sellin evidence and deliveries ,the packaging centers shall have the selling bills ,in compliance with paragraph 1 of this article and those bills shallbe kept for at least 6 months.
Article 37

Evidences of other business operators
37.1 For eggs described in articles 22, 23, and 24 of this administrative instruction ,egg dealers (wholesale ) ,shall keep informations for reciveing and sell and stocks of the eggs for at least 6 months. 

37.2 Wholesailing dealers shall keep data with the following informations

             a) date and quantity of the received and sold eggs 
 b) names and addresses of the suppliers and retail dealers 
37.3 Wholealeing egg dealers shall keep weekly reports for stocks and quantity of the eggs in the storage area.

37.4 Instead of keeping specialinformations about the receive and sell of ,thw wholsale dealers may keep selling bills ,or delivery notes ,in compliance with articles 22,23,and 24 of this administrative instruction.

37.5 Producers  of chicken feed and suppliers shall keep the data about the deliveries to egg producers ,in compliance with article 35 ,paragraph 3 of this administrative instruction 

37.6 Chicken feed producers shall keep the data from above paragraph of this article ,for at least 6 months. 
Article 38
Inspection of egg quality
Samplings
38.1 Inspection of eggs in large packagings ,which do not contain small packagings is carried out by sampling ,the smallest number of eggs for sampling is given in the tabel below which is as a content of this administrative instruction.  
38.2 Inspection of eggs in small packagings ,whether they are in small packagings within the large packagings is applied by sampling of the packagings and the smallest number of eggs fpr sampling is given in the table 2 which is  a part of this administrative instruction.
38.3 The inspection of the producing seri which is smaller than 18.000 eggs ,the sampling will be carried out in 20 % of the large packagings.

38.4 Inspection of the serilarger than 18.000 eggs will be carried out in at least 10 % of the samples or in at least ten large packages. 
38.5 In case when unpacked ehggs are palced in the market the for sale ,the inspection is carried out in samples:
a) 100% , when egg number is 180,

b) 15%  but not less than 180 eggs, when number of eggs is larger than.
38.6 Control will be done by inspection authorised by competent authoritet.

Article  39
Inspection stamps
39.1 After the inspection of the egg serie ,authorized inspectors after the request of the owner in the packaging may put the inspection stamp with official stamp and the following details
            a) “Inspected ,date and place i”,

b) name and identifying number of the inspector.

39.2 The inspection stampfrom paragraph 1 of this article shall be in white with red letters ,If,before the official inspection the packaging has been sealed ,the inspector may open the seal and in t shallput the official Inspection stamp .The official inspection stamp may be placed over the original labell. 
39.3 After inspection shallcontain informations from paragraph 1 of this article and word “Extra “ in italic letters of height 1 cm.
Article 40
Permittd qualitydeviations
40.1 For eggs of class “A” and “washed eggs “from rules described ,it may be permitted deviations as follows:
a) In the packaging center ,during the consignemnet may be 5 % of eggs with deviations in qaulity,

b) In marketing there may be 7 % of the eggs with quality deviations.

40.2 During inspection of eggs with labell “Extra “ there is no deviations permitted of air space,even at the moment of packaging or at the mpoment of import.
40.3 If, the inspected serie of eggs contains at least 180 eggs ,percentage from paragraph 1 of this article, are duplicated.
Article 41
41.1 During inspection of egg serie of class “A”and “washed eggs “ the permitted deviations are related to the weight ,respectively the serie of eggs and may be up to 10 % of the egg class ,approaching to the egg class ,identified in packaging ,but not more than5 % of the other lower class on the base of the weight. 

41.2 If the inspected serie of eggs contains less than 180 eggs ,precentages from paragraph 1 of this articleare duplicated.
Article 42

For implementation of this administrative instruction, the Chief Executivof the competent authority may issue decisions by which are ruled issues ,defined by this administrative instruction.
Article 43
43.1 Failure to implement this administrative instruction will be sanctioned according to article 45 of Veterinary Law and the legisaltion in force.
