Pursuant to UNMIK Regulation No.2001/19 of September 13th ,2001 on Executive Department of Provisional Institutions of Self-Government in Kosovo, Article 1.3, point (d), Veterinary Law No.21/2004of 30.07.2004, Article 8, Paragraph 8.2 and 8.5 The Ministry of  Agricultur, Forestry and Rural Development;

Issues the following:
ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION  MA-NO.  26/2007

On Combating and eradication  of Tuberculosis Brucelosis and Leukosis disease in cattle 
Article 1

Objective 

By this Administrative Instruction are defined veterinary and sanitary measures which wiill be undertaken by the competent authority on the bases of national plan with objective of animal and public health protection to prevent and eradicate Tuberculosis on bovine and porcine animals, Brucelosis and Leucosis on bovine animals which may be affected by this disease. 
Article  2
Definitions 

To understand this Administrative Instruction ,terms used have the following meaning: 
A). In the case of tuberculosis in bovine and porcine animals: 
“Type T1 of bovine and porcine herds ” means herds in whose cases the previous clinical history and the status of the tuberculin tests are unknown;
“ Type T2 of bovine and porcine herds” means herds in whose case the previous clinical history and the tuberculin – test status are known, and in which routine monitoring tests are carried out in accordance with national rules for bringing these herds up to type T3 status;

“ Type T3 of bovine and porcine animals” means officially tuberculosis- free heards within the meaning of the directive 64/432/EEC ;
B). In the case of brucellosis in cattle:

“Type B1 bovine herds” means herds in whose case the previous clinical history ,vaccination and serological status are unknown,
“Type B2 bovine herds” means herds in whose case the previous clinical history, vaccination and serological status are known and in which routine monitoring tests are carried out in accordance with national legislation in force for bringing these herds up to type B3 or type B4 status,

“Type B3 bovine heards”  means brucellosis –free herds within the meaning of Council Directive 64/432/EEC of 26 June 1964 on animal health problems affecting intra-community trade in bovine and porcine animals, as last amended by Directive 77/98/EEC,

“Type B4 bovine herds”- means officially brucellosis- free herds within the meaning of Directive  64/432/EEC. 
“farm”- meams agricultural compound or sheds, officially authorised and inspected, in which bovine animals are kept for reproduction, fattening or slaughtering,
“farm officially free of disease”-means farm which fills conditions, defined by this Administrative Instruction as it likes, 
“eradication”-  means elimination of the disease from this Administrative Instruction and ethiologiocal agents from the farms of bovine and porcine animals thrrough veterinary and sanitary measures,
“market or collection center”- means area authorised by the competent authority for marketing of animals, or defined area in which are collected, or loaded animals of bovine and porcine animals, in compliance with legislation in force,

“diagnostification trial” – means, all actions carried out to confirm or rule out infection of the disease or presence of ethiological agents,

“official trial: - means I/c test, serological test, bacteriological test for tuberculosisi, and ELISA test for Brucellosis and Leucosis, 
“infected animal”- is animal which after the tests and official trials of diagnostification proves positive, or it is known as infected, taking in to account that as it is defined in this Administrative Instructiuon, 

 “suspicious animal” any bovine or porcine animal which shows signs of the disease presence of tuberculosis, brucelosis, oor enzotic leucosis and in which by diagnosis officially is not  confirmed or ruled out the presence of one or more of these disease;

“The competent authority”- is Kosovo Veterinary and Food Agency – KVFA-MFRD,

“Official Veterinarian ” means Veterinarian, authorised by the competent authority .
“means of transport” any mean of transport ,or their parts ,intended for loading and transport of animals. 
Article 3
Implementation 

(1) National Plan for eradication of the disease from Article 1 of this administrative instruction from the farms of bovine and porcine animals is obligatory to be carried out in whole Kosovo’s territory, according to the procedures, defined by legislation in force.



(2) In the fattening farms will be moved only animals, officially free of disease and accompained by respective certificates.

Identification 
(1) Farm identification code is done according to the rules of the legisaltion in force for identification and registration of the bovine and porcine animals when their registration is to completed.
(2) By enforcing this administrative instruction are considered valid distinctive marks, applied during official profilaxy in the past .Also are valuable distinctive marks applied at registered animals in their  cards.

Article 5
Diagnostic tests 
(1) Official tests for diagnostification of the disease from article 1 are: 
1.1 For tuberculosis:

a)  method  I /C -  is carried out by standard tuberculin and use of the homologe type of Micobacterium Bovis and Micobacterium Avian. Persuing of the reaction according to the manufacturers prospect.
                    b)  serological test,

 c)  bacteriological test.

1.2 For brucelosis ,serological tests 
a) CFT – Complement Fixation Test

b)RBT – Rose Bengal Test 
c)ELISA TEST.- Enzyme Linced Immunosorbent  Assay
1.3 For leucosis serological tests:

a) AGID – Agar Gel  Immunodiffusion Test
b) ELISA TEST, Enzyme Linced Immunosorbent  Assay
c) PCR- Polymerase Chain Reaction
(2) It is prohibited movement of animals which have been subject to diagnostic trials ,before the diagnostification as been carried out, and before the confirmation of the test results.

(3) Disregarded to their legal site, or habitation of the farm owners, actions of the diagnostic supervision of animals should be followed normally under surveyillance of official veterinarian. Also diagnostification should be carried out there where the animals stand for a longer period of time. 

(4) B enforcing of this administrative instruction, from this inspection are ruled out only animals which belong to the farms officialy free of disease, mentioned in article 1 of this administrative instruction.
(5) Completition of the official inspections will be noticed for every animal and these notes will be kept by official veterinarians.

Article 6
Suspected animal 
(1) Any animal -  cattle or pig is considered suspected in tuberculosis, brucelosis or leucosis , if: 
1.1 is or has been in contact with animals of the infected farm;
          
1.2 diagnostic trials, carried out and interpreted by official veterinarian are considered suspected.
(2) In case of suspicion of the disease in animals, officialy should be informed the competent authority.  

(3) To the suspected animals in the disease should be aplied appropriate meausres of isolation in a manner to avoid possibility of the disease spreading while we are waiting a final diagnosis.
(4) No animal may move in or move out in the farm in which the infection is suspected for tuberculosis, brucelosis or leucosis .
(5) Suspected animals should be ritested within 5 -10 days from formally suspicion in the disease.

Article 7
Infected animal and infected farm 
(1) An animal is considered infected by tuberculosis, brucelosis and leucosis if reacts positively in official trials;

(2) A farm is considerd infected by the disease when one ore more animals have been declared infected, taking in to account diagnostic trials, defined by article 5 of this administrative instruction ,carried out post-mortem.
(3) Cases of the disease in animals should be notified officially.
(4) When animals, known as infected are moving from one territory to another one, it is obligatory information between official veterinarians.
(5) Veterinary inspectors, in charge for meat inspection in the salughtered animals should notice immediately every  suspicion in tuberculosis and every extension of the lymphatic glands for leucosis. 
(6) Within eight days, from the slaughter records completed correctly and signed by veterinary inspector should be delivered to the competent authority, in a manner to take measures about the site of the farm of origin of the infected animals. 
(7) The competent authority, not later than 15 days from the notification shall carry out appropriate investigations and diagnostic trials in the farm of origin of the infected animals.

Article 8
Anticipatory measures for infected nimals 
(1) Animals declared infected shallbe isolated and they shall be slaughtered without delay under official surveillance, but not later than 30 days after officialnotification to the owner or keeper.  
(2) Animals designated for slaughter shallbe marked without delay, according to the act of siagnostic clearance under surveillance of official veterinarian.

(3) Animals which have been in contact with animals of other infected farms ,especially in pastures are consideredsuspected in infection by the competent authority, and without delay carries out officialdiagnostic trials. 
(4) After the slaughter of bovine and porcine animals as a result of the disease from this administrative instruction, the infected farm should be desinfected.
                                                                       Article 9
                                                         Preliminary measures 
In the farms declared infected, according to this administrative instruction, is carried out :
1.1 An accurate epidemiological inspection by official veterinarian in cooperation with Regional epidemiological Veterinary surveyers personalizing origin of disease and contacts with other farms;
1.2 Notification to the Ministry of Health for casesof the tuberculosis, and brucelosis in cattleforpresence of the infection, informing and applying emergency measures to prevent human infection;
1.3 Registration of all animals in the farm according to the type of animal and category;
1.4 Isolation and slaughtering of infected animals and those suspected in infection from other animals retained in the farm ;
1.5 Slaughtering of infected animals within period defined in article 8 of this administrative instruction;
1.6 Cleaning and disinfection according to the rules defined by provisions of article 10 of of this administrative instruction and according to the legislation in force for disinfection;
1.7 Prohibition of the copulation;
1.8 Miliking of the suspected or infected animals shall be carried out seperately ,and after the milking, equipment and premisess shall be cleaned and disinfected pursuant to the rules defined by article 10 of this administrative instruction;
1.9 Prohibition of any movement from, or in to the infected farm ,except the cases of animals designated for slaughter without delay and only with authorisation issued by authorised veterinarian ;
1.10 Still born from infected animals shall be raised under isolation conditions, and be subject to appropriate diagnostic trials, to ruleout transmission of the disease;
1.11 Milk from infected animals is prohibited for human consumption, milk from infected animals may only be fed to the animals to the same farm ,after suitable heat treatment.
1.12 manure from sheds or other quarters shallbe subject to suitabledisinfection and may be used only 5 months later from the day of collection .Liquid waste from sheds or other quarters used by the animals must be disinfected, if it is not collected at the same time as the manure.
1.13 It is prohibited the entrance and stand of unauthorised persons in the area of affected animals by the disease.

Article 10
Disinfection
(1) Within 7 days after slaughtering of infected animals, pursuant to procedures defined in article 7 of this administrative instruction and prior to restocking the farm and other herd quarters, and all containers, equipment and other articles used for the animals are cleaned ,and disinfected under official supervision. Authorised veterinarian isuess disinfection certificate. 
(2) Re use of the pastures will not be carried out 60 days prior the animals have been moved out from such pastures.
(3) All means of transport, containers and equipment are cleaned and disinfected after the transport of animals from an infected farm or of materials from such animals, or of materials or substances which have been in contact with such animals. Loading areas for such animals must be cleaned and disinfected after use 
Article 11

Inspection
In the farms known as infected inspection for all animals over 6 weeks old will be carried out at least 6 weeks after their slaughter or movement of the infected animals and aftrer disinfections carried out. Restocking is adviseableonly if these animals have reacted negatively in two tuberculin tests, or in twotests for brucelosis and leucosis within period of time of 6weeks .Measures from article 9 ofthis adminstrative instruction willremain in forceuntil second trialhas given negative result.

Article 12

Farm officially free of disease

It is known asafarm officially free of disease, farm in which:

1.1 All animals do not show clinical signs of the disease and have had negative reaction in at least two official diagnostic trials, pursuant to article 5 of this administrative instruction.
1.2 New animals, on their arrival in the farm, shall be subject of officialtrials, and they shall be isolated until we get final rezults.
Article 13
Veterinary certification
For the animal farm, officially known as free of disease, the competent authority issuess official certificate that the farm is officially free of disease .This certificate is valid one year from the date of issuance, while form and other data which should contain this certificate are defined by the competent authority.

Article 14
Region, municipality –free of disease
The competent authority of a region ormunicipality declares free of disease, if 99,8% of the farms, which have been subject to official trials in the territory of that region or municipalityhave resulted free of disease during the the year.

Article  15
Specific instructions 

(1) The competent authority shall provide that in eradication plan of tuberculosis, officially to be supervised, whether intradermal trial has been carried out in all animals older than six weeks and that at least once in six months in a herds of T1 and T2 types for that long as to bring to herds of T3 .

(2) The competent authority will ensure that :

2.1 any animal from herd of T1 type and which is designated to a herd of T2 type shall be subject of intradermal tuberculin test, within 30 days before the movement  and shall be accompained by a certificate issued by official veterinarian. After arrival animals are isolated for at least 60 days ,pass intradermal test before their move in to a herd of T2 type;

2.2 any animal from the herd of T2 type and is designated to another herd of T2 type shall be subject of intradermal tuberculin test, within 30 days before the movement and shall be accompained by a certificate issued by official veterinarian. During the movement is not permitted contact with oanimals of other herd with a lower health status;

2.3 All animal movements which have been carried out between herds of T3 are subject of supervision of the requirements of 64/432/EEC Directive.
(3) The competent authority in its eradication plan of Brucelosis shall ensure that have been carried out official trials for Brucelosis, fromarticle 5 of this administrative instrction in animals over 12 months old in a herds of B1 and B2 type for that long as to bring them in to a B3 and B4 type 
(4) The competent authority shallensure that:

4.1 All cattle from the herds of B1 type have been tested ,before their movement in to a herds of B2 type. Animals older than 12 months shallbe tested with serological tests, within 30 days before their movement and shall be accompained by a health certificate issued by official veterinarian. Upon arrival, animals are isolated for at least 60 days, have been subject to a further serological tests ,before their move in to a herd of B2 type;

4.2 All cattle from herds of B2 type are to be tested, before their movement in to a herd of B2 type. Animals over 12 months old shall be tested with serological test, within 30 days, before the movement and shall be accompained with health certificate issued by official veterinarian 
During the movement is not permitted contact with animals fromother herds with lower health status;

4.3 All animalmovements which are carried out between herds of B3 and B4 are subject of supervision of the requirements of 64/432/EEC, Directive.
(5) The competent authority shall ensure that: 

5.1 Have been undertaken official controlmeasures in which have been eliminated Tuberculosis and Brucelosis, and prevent herd from re infection from other sources of infection.
5.2 All movements of the cattle in or out of the herd shall be covered by eradication plan ,and be subject of official monitoring.

5.3 May be applied measures of the movement control in or out of the herds officialy free of disease. 
Article  16
Specific measures for farms 

(1) Farmers shallactivate farms, suitable sheds for animals designated for reproduction and slaughtering.

(2) Farmers, from point 1 of this article have also obligation to keeprecords, loading and unloading records for at least one year for the competent authority, as well as ear tags and a copy of respective veterinary certificates this record bookshall be kept by authorised veterinarian.
Article 17

(1) Farmer, or the owner has an obligation to coopertae with competent authorityon carrying out animal diagnostic researches and in particular shall undertaske measures that all animals are availabe and respect all obligations coming out from ths administrative instruction and legislation in force.

(2) Farmers of animals of which have not been subject to an eradication plan they will not be able to:
2.1 Trade milk and meat products for human consumption 
2.2 Request compensation for slaughtered animals.
(3) In the case of delict of obligations animal disease investigation shall be initiated a procedure in to authorised bodies 
(4) In the farms is prohibited test application by unauthorised veterinarians.
Article  18
Transport of the animals affected by the disease from article 1 of this administrative instruction is caried out under surveyillance of official veterinarian, implementing all disinfecton measures for the means of transport.

Article 19
Compensation for slaughtering 
(1) Owners to whom have been slaughtered animals becouse of the infection with tuberculosis, brucelosis or leucosis, the competent authority with funds provided by Kosovo’s Government, will compensate them, accoerding to procedures defined by legislation in force.   

(2) To get compensation for the slaughtered animals, owners should slaughter all infected animals, without delay and not later than pewriod defined in article 8.1of  this administrative instruction –according to the procedures defined by competent authority. 

Aericle 20
(1) The competent authority on the bases of regions identified and available sources, objectives which will be achieved in a appropriateness with the long term plan for animaldisease eradication and organises epidemiological field surveillance. In a plan are defined indicators for verification of the national system of disease surveyillnace and information system..

(2) The competent authority drafts study programes and epidemiological researches. 
(3) Regions on the base of the indicators of national plan, prepeare long term eradication plans, which will be updated every year on the bases of modifications of the national plan, and on the bases of the results achieved every year defined by the tests of specific indicators .

Article 21
(1) This administrative instruction will be applicable to private farms, experimental herds, breeding herds and animals of other operators. 
(2) By coming in to a force of this administrative instruction all farms of bovine and porcine animals must be identified and registered in a manner to enable farm recognitaion, establishment or operator.
Article 22
Implementation 
(1) For implementation of this administrative instruction, The Chief Executive of the competetnt authority issues decisions to declare farms officially free of disease, tuberculosis, Brucelosis and Leucosis, for compensations and other issues.
(2) Having in regard circumstances in which is Kosovo, for the matters which have not been included in this administrative instruction, directly will be implemented provisions of EU Council Regulation and EU decisions on combating and preventing of Tuberculosis, Brucelosis and Leucosis, No.77/391/EEC, 64/432/EEC, 78/51/EEC which are valid for EU member states and third countries. 
(3) Failing to implement provisions of this administrative instruction will be sanctions of article 45 of Veterinary Law No.2004/21of July 30th 2004 and according to legislation in force.  

Article 23
Coming in to a force
This administrative instruction comes in to a force on the day of signature.
